UNIFORM TOPS:

NO WRITING OR GRAPHICS ALLOWED EXCEPT OFFICIAL PERSHING LOGO

6" Graders: GRAY uniform polo shirts or grade level spirit shirt.

7t Graders: RED uniform polo shirts or grade level spirit shirt.

8t" Graders: BLACK uniform polo shirts or grade level spirit shirt.

¢ Pershing club/team/spirit shirts may be worn on FRIDAYS only, except club shirts
that are in grade level color.

¢ Only white or grade level colored undershirts will be allowed

UNIFORM BOTTOMS:

SOLID KHAKI UNIFORM BOTTOMS FITTED APPROPRIATELY AT THE WAIST

SKIRTS/SHORTS

¢ Khaki short/skirts or plaid skirts (visit PTO store)
# Length of skirts and shorts must be no shorter than four fingers above the knee

FOOTWEAR / SOCKS / TIGHTS
+ Tights and leggings must be solid black or white
« High-heels, combat boots, steel-toed boots, flip-flops, crocs, house slippers, platforms,
backless or toeless shoes, sandals, and shoes with rollers or wheels will be NOT allowed

OUTER GARMENTS:
¢ All windbreakers, sweaters and jackets must be grade level color

+ Students may not wear hats, hoodies, bandanas, headphones/ear buds or any other
headgear in the building at any time.
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¢ No writing or graphics allowed except official Pershing logo

ATHLETICS & CLUBS
¢ Pershing athletes may wear their team shirts with khaki bottoms on game days only
¢ Pershing club jackets & sweaters must be any combination of (red, black, or white) and
may have official student names (no nick names).
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¢ Students may wear Pershing club jackets & sweaters any day of the week

DRESS CODE VIOLATION CONSEQUENCES
SCHOOL ADMINISTRATION IS THE FINAL ARBITRATOR ON WHAT DETRACTS FROM THE EDUCATIONAL
PROCESS. STUDENTS WILL BE ISSUED THE FOLLOWING CONSEQUENCES FOR DRESS CODE VIOLATIONS:
¢ Any apparel item out of dress code will be confiscated. Administration may issue loaner
uniform top/bottoms that must be worn all day.
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¢ Loaner items must be returned in exchange for confiscated items.

STUDENT ID (IDENTIFICATION) CARDS

+ All students will be issued a student ID card at the beginning of the year or at time of
enrollment at no cost to the student.
ID card must be worn around the neck and visible at all times and at all school events.
Replacement ID cards will cost $3.00 and can purchased in the library.
A detention will be issued if a student does not have their ID visible.
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
