SUBJECT: STAAR GRADES 5 AND 8 READING AND MATHEMATICS, FIRST
ADMINISTRATION ONLY DISTRICT AND CAMPUS RESULTS

In Spring 2018, approximately 16,000 HISD students in grade 5, and approximately 13,000
students in grade 8 took the STAAR Reading and Mathematics exams.

The first administration of STAAR Reading and Mathematics to students in fifth and eighth
grade occurred on April 10-11, 2018. This is later than the March 28-29, 2017 assessment
dates from the prior school year. If unsuccessful after the first administration, students receive
additional state-mandated accelerated instruction and take the second administration of the
Reading and Mathematics tests on May 14-15, 2018.

Due to the impact of Hurricane Harvey, TEA Commissioner Mike Morath waived the grade 5
and 8 retention requirement for HISD. Any fifth or eighth grader who has not passed the second
administration of the STAAR Reading or Math tests will not be required to take the third
administration. Retention for these students will be at the discretion of campuses and district.
Students who do not pass the first administration will still be required to take the second
administration because these results will be included in the accountability system.

At the time of reporting, Texas Connections Academy at Houston is missing the results
from the paper administration of the STAAR 5 and 8 reading and mathematics exams.
Therefore, district and Texas Connections Academy results reported in this memo and
attachments should be considered preliminary and will be updated in the STAAR 3-8
report.

STAAR Exam Versions

The STAAR exam has two versions:
o STAAR is available to all students in grades 3—8 who do not qualify for the STAAR Alternate
2 assessment. A Spanish version is available for grades 3-5.

o The STAAR test now includes accessibility features and designated supports for
students. Subsequently, the STAAR L (Linguistically Accommodated) and A
(Accommodated) test versions are no longer administered.

o To comply with HB 743, TEA shortened each STAAR test in grades 3-8 by 5 to 14
guestions. The reductions did not change the tested curriculum, scale scores, or
performance standards.

o STAAR Alternate 2 (STAAR Alt. 2) is an assessment for students in grades 3-8 with
significant cognitive disabilities receiving special education services.



To provide more accurate year-to-year comparisons, STAAR administration results prior to the
2016-2017 school year have been updated to include STAAR L and A test versions.

State Accountability Impact:

Results presented in this report provide an indication of how STAAR 5 and 8 Reading and
Mathematics will impact district and campus accountability ratings. Several features of the
accountability system (e.g. shapshot day enroliment, ELL exclusions) will be applied to the
STAAR data before domain scores are calculated. Therefore, this report should not be used to
estimate domain scores.

Complete results for students who took the STAAR and STAAR Spanish in grades 5 and 8
Reading and Mathematics are presented in Figures 1 through 15 for various student groups
and Tables A through C for campuses.

Grade 5 Key Findings:

e The majority of HISD fifth graders passed the first administration of 2018 STAAR (English
and Spanish combined) Reading and Mathematics at the Approaches Grade Level
Standard. Seventy percent of students met this standard in Reading and 78% of students
met this standard in Mathematics.

e Increases in the proportion of 5" graders who scored at or above the Approaches Grade
Level Standard include (Figure 2):

o Reading increased 6 percentage points (64% to 70%) from 2017 to 2018 and
increased 7 percentage points (63% to 70%) from 2016 to 2018.

o Mathematics increased 3 percentage points (75% to 78%) from 2017 to 2018 and
increased 9 percentage points (69% to 78%) from 2016 to 2018.

e Increases in the proportion of 5" graders who scored at or above the Meets Grade Level
Standard include (Figure 2):

o Reading increased 5 percentage points (39% to 44%) from 2017 to 2018 and
increased 11 percentage points (33% to 44%) from 2015 to 2018.

o Mathematics increased 6 percentage points (45% to 51%) from 2017 to 2018 and
increased 13 percentage points (38% to 51%) from 2015 to 2018.

e Increases in the proportion of 5" graders who scored at the Masters Grade Level Standard
include (Figure 2):

o Reading stayed the same at 22% from 2017 to 2018 and increased 3 percentage
points (19% to 22%) from 2015 to 2018.

o Mathematics increased 5 percentage points (23% to 28%) from 2017 to 2018 and
increased 10 percentage points (18% to 28%) from 2015 to 2018.

e Significant gaps in the proportion of 5" graders who met the Approaches Grade Level
standard exist across race/ethnicity groups. For example, 90% of White students met this
standard in Reading compared to 69% of Hispanic and 63% of African American students.
In Mathematics, 92% of White students met this standard compared to 79% of Hispanic and
69% of African American students (Figures 5-6). However, African American students had 5
and 3 percentage-points growth at the Approaches Grade Level Standard in Reading (58%
to 63%) and Mathematics (66% to 69%), respectively, and Hispanic students had 8 and 3
percentage-points growth at the Approaches Grade Level Standard in Reading (61% to
69%) and Mathematics (76% to 79%), respectively.



Grade 8 Key Findings:

¢ The majority of HISD eighth graders passed the first administration of 2018 STAAR Reading
and Mathematics at the Approaches Grade Level Standard. More than two out of three
students met this standard in Reading (69%) and Mathematics (70%).

e Increases in the proportion of 8th graders who scored at or above the Approaches Grade
Level Standard include (Figure 2):

o Reading increased 1 percentage point (68% to 69%) from 2017 to 2018 and
decreased 2 percentage points (71% to 69%) from 2016 to 2018.

o Mathematics increased 5 percentage points (65% to 70%) from 2017 to 2018 and
increased 10 percentage points (60% to 70%) from 2016 to 2018.

e Increases in the proportion of 8th graders who scored at or above the Meets Grade Level
Standard include (Figure 2):

o Reading stayed the same at 41% from 2017 to 2018 and increased 7 percentage
points (34% to 41%) from 2015 to 2018.

o Mathematics increased 4 percentage points (36% to 40%) from 2017 to 2018 and
increased 15 percentage points (25% to 40%) from 2015 to 2018.

e Increases in the proportion of 8th graders who scored at the Masters Grade Level Standard
include (Figure 2):

o Reading increased 5 percentage points (19% to 24%) from 2017 to 2018 and
increased 6 percentage points (18% to 24%) from 2015 to 2018.

o Mathematics increased 2 percentage points (10% to 12%) from 2017 to 2018 and
increased 8 percentage points (4% to 12%) from 2015 to 2018.

e Significant gaps in the proportion of 8" graders who met the Approaches Grade Level
standard exist across race/ethnicity groups. For example, 91% of White students met this
standard in Reading compared to 67% of Hispanic and 63% of African American students.
In Mathematics, 88% of White students met this standard compared to 71% of Hispanic and
62% of African American students (Figures 5-6). However, African American students had 2
percentage-points growth at the Approaches Grade Level Standard in Mathematics (60% to
62%), and Hispanic students had 2 and 7 percentage-points growth at the Approaches
Grade Level Standard in Reading (65% to 67%) and Mathematics (64% to 71%),
respectively.
