Black

acceptable.

Bottoms/Pants
Bottoms/pants must be one of the
following:

Blue Jean
Black Jean
Khaki Pants

Sweats must be solid school colors: purple,
gray, or black only.
If jeans have holes, skin must be covered.
Shorts, skirts, tights and leggings are not
allowed.

Shoes/Footwear
No open-toed or backless shoes
No slides, house-shoes, or flip-
flops, slippers
Crocs must have a back strap

Additional
Jackets are permitted.
Hoods may not be worn in the building.
NHS letterman jackets are allowed to be worn.
No hats, no do-rags, no hoods may be worn in
the building.
ID badges must be on/visible at all times.
Backpacks must be clear or mesh
