Welcome to the 2023-2024 school year. We hope that you are as excited as we are for HISD Destination 2035 and Burbank Desti-
nation 2024: Soaring To Success as a Team. We are also pleased to announce that our initial STAAR data indicates that we are
still one of the top middle schools in HISD and on the Northside.

Today your student received some forms and information. Please read, fill out, and sign all forms, and have them returned to school
no later than Tuesday, September 5, 2023. However, please return the Blue Socio-Economic Form and The Technology Agreement
forms tomorrow.

Here is some general information:

o Uniforms: All students are expected to be in uniform with a Burbank shirt and khaki pants. If we are out of your size, students
may wear a white shirt until their size arrives. The cost is $15.00.

e School Supplies: Students need to bring basic supplies of notebooks, pencils, paper, and a backpack. Teachers will provide
your student with more specific supply lists as required for their courses. Chromebooks will be issued to students in the upcom-
ing weeks.

e School Hours: Students have class from 8:30 a.m. to 4:00 p.m. The building will open at 7:45 a.m. to receive students and will
close at 5:00 p.m. Please pick up and drop off your student between these hours as there will be no supervision prior to or after
these hours.

e Drop off/Pick Up: Car riders are to enter in the back gate on Bauman on the northside of the campus. The gate will open at 7:45
a.m. and close at 8:50 a.m. After 8:50 a.m., the gate will close and students will need to be dropped off in front of the building
on Berry Rd. The front gate will remain open until 9:00 a.m. After 9:00 a.m., parents will be required to use the call button
located outside the staff parking lot and accompany their students into the main office to sign them in. In the afternoon,
students will be picked up in the same area where they were dropped off in the morning. Please check out our website for a de-
tailed map and procedures for arrival and dismissal. All walkers will enter through the front gate on Berry Rd. and exit through
the same gate at dismissal.

o Traffic: Please be prepared for heavy morning and afternoon traffic for the next few weeks until everyone is in the routine.
