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DISCUSSION:

I. PBK —presented Chronology of Ideas and Concepts:
01. Sam Savage with PBK Architects reviewed the existing campus and key factors that must be
taken into consideration during the design of the new school.
i. Utilize the green space to keep existing school in use during construction.
ii. Incorporate existing Science Building.

02. Conceptual options A-D were then presented by PBK that removed the baseball field from the

existing site and relocated at the Gordon Elementary site which is also located in Bellaire, TX

03. PBK will move forward with the development of Option D.

04. PBK presented massing rendering indicating building heights of various building components.

05. Street-level massing renderings indicating site lines and conceptual landscape screening were

also presented.
[I.  PAT Member/ Public Comments and Questions:

01. How close will the school be to the northern property line? Current design places the closest
structure 50 feet from the northern property line.

02. Additional funding has been added to the project to increase the capacity of the auditorium.

03. How will the parking garage be secured? The parking garage will have controlled access and be
monitored by CCTV.

04. How many students are currently attending Bellaire High School and when will rezoning for the
school take place? Student enrollment is approximately 3450 students. School zoning is not the
responsibly of Bond Construction and therefore the question of rezoning can not be addressed in a
PAT meeting.

05. Community member requested that there be no lights on the top of the garage and suggested the
garage be designed that the top floor could be used for other school related activities, possibly the
band

06. Community member asked for the height of the school. All buildings are currently under the city
requirement of 45 feet apart from the classroom wing and the auditorium fly loft. HISD will request
a variance for the two buildings.
