Class Purpose:
To develop and enhance overall soccer knowledge, fundamental soccer skills and game-related physical conditioning/strength.  Adapting the game of soccer as a lifetime activity is an excellent opportunity to stay active and maintain good physical health/wellness
Evaluations/Assignments:(30%):
Evaluations include written tests and physical/skills tests. Assignments include classwork and projects assigned by the class instructor.  Late work is accepted until the end of the respective grade cycle. It is the responsibility of the student to seek missing work assignments after being absent from class.  
Participation:(70%):

All participants will receive a weekly participation grade based on their class physical performance and participation.  More specifically, each participant will start each week in every grade cycle with a 100 as their weekly participation grade.  It is strictly up to each student to maintain the given weekly participation grade of 100 by meeting the class expectations on a daily basis.  Students can lose participation points from their weekly 100 participation points by:
· Not dressing out/unexcused non-participation: In this case, student will walk around the track or soccer field during class activity in order to maintain limited physical conditioning.  Doctor’s note is always an acceptable excused.  Parent notes will be accepted (up to one excused-day request per semester).  Coach Brown’s advanced approval is also an acceptable excuse. The below points scale is always in effect for non-participation class violations.  
· For unexcused class absences, ISS and school suspension days: The below points scale will be implemented, and participation points will be deducted from your weekly participation grade.
Mondays – 20 points

Tuesdays – 20 points

Wed./Thur. – 30 points

Friday-30 points - - - - - - - Soccer Spirit Days.  Wear your country’s jersey or your favorite club team’s jersey.  
· Not wearing the proper class uniform: -2 points. -5 points after the 2nd time per six-week cycle. 
· Cursing; not following coach’s instructions; lack of effort/focus during class activity; being late: -10 points.  In this case, participants will be dismissed from the daily class activity – will walk/jog around the field to maintain cardiovascular endurance in place of the team activity.  this is not a punishment.  It is simply an alternative practice plan in order to keep active and maintain physical conditioning.  Failure to do so, will result in non-participation points deduction based on the day of the week (see above).
· The participation points from a student’s missing day(s) after excused non-participation, or school absence, will be included in the student’s current weekly participation class points  For example, if you missed class on Monday, that means on Tuesday your amount of participation point is 40. Same thing for a single day, or multiple days of school holiday.
Class Rules:
	Be on time:  You must be present and seated with your full soccer gear on in your team line/number within 10 minutes after the tardy bell.  If you are late, you will be required to bring a tardy pass from your dean. 
	Always Keep cell phones turned off and out of sight during instructional time.  You may bring your cell phone with you on conditioning days to listen to music on headphones.  In this case, keep it out of sight and put it on silent mode while the coach is taking attendance and instructing the class.
	Excused passes will not be given by the coach.  You will have ten (10) minutes to change back into your school clothes and be out of the locker room before the bell rings for the next class.  Must stay within the fieldhouse area until the bell rings for next class (do not go beyond the double gates or student parking lot).
