Severe Thunderstorm - a storm that hail equal to or greater three-quarter of an inch in diameter or winds of at least 58 miles per hour.  It is accompanied by lightning.
Hurricane - an intense storm with heavy rain and strong winds that begins over tropical waters.
Tornado - a rotating funnel-shaped column of wind.
Flash Flood - a fast-rising flood, typically caused by heavy rainfall, characterized by a large volume of water that usually lasts a short time.
Flood - an overflow of water from a river or the body of water that causes or threatens damage.
Blizzard - a severe winter storm in which winds of 35 miles per hour blow snow around so that visibility is reduced to one-quarter mile or less for at least three hours.
Earthquake - a violent shaking of the ground when stress is relieved along geologic faults beneath the Earth's surface.
Watch - the weather conditions are right for a specific weather to occur
Warning - severe weather has been sighted and is heading toward your area
