It is a pleasure to serve as the new school counselor this 2020 - 2021 school year! My name is Mrs. Candice Marshall, 
M.A in Counseling. As a dedicated educator, my personal and professional goal is to cultivate, empower and promote 
self-esteem, confidence and growth in students. I have been in education for 13 years and a part of the Frost family for 7 
years. In my tenure, I have successfully guided students to realize their full potential by focusing on their 
accomplishments, building on their past successes, learning from their mistakes and encouraging them to achieve higher 
goals which, thereby, promoted positive self-assessments.
 
My involvement will include:

·  Implementing whole-school prevention programs, such as, bully prevention education, social and

o   These lessons generally take place with the entire class or during school assemblies.
