WHAT DO WE WANT TO ACCOMPLISH?

SIP Goals for 2020-2021

* By May of 2021, the campus will increase STAAR ELA/Reading "approaches grade level" performance
from 65% to 70%, "met grade level" performance from 30% to 33%, and "masters grade level"
performance from 11% to 16% for all students tested and will increase STAAR Writing "approaches
grade level" performance from 55% to 60%, "met grade level" performance from 27% to 30%, and
"masters grade level" performance from 7% to 10% for all students tested.

* By May of 2021, the campus will increase STAAR Math "approaches grade level” performance from
73% to 78%, "met grade level" performance from 41% to 44%, and "masters grade level" performance
from 12% to 15% for all students tested.

By May of 2021, the campus will increase STAAR Science "approaches grade level" performance from
61% to 66%, "met grade level" performance from 26% to 29%, and "masters grade level" performance
from 2% to 15% for all students tested.

* By May of 2021, the campus will increase STAAR Social Studies "approaches grade level" performance
from 54% to 59%, "met grade level" performance from 17% to 20%, and "masters grade level"
performance from 8% to 13% for all students tested.
