La ley Todos los estudiantes triunfan (ESSA) requiere que toda escuela participante del programa de
Titulo | provea a los padres una descripcién y explicacion de las evaluaciones académicas que utiliza
para medir el progreso estudiantil. Abajo se describen varias evaluaciones que HISD y sus escuelas
administran durante el ciclo escolar, asi como evaluaciones locales que la Escuela Parker utiliza con el
fin de evaluar el progreso de sus alumnos.

En la primavera de 2012, el programa de Evaluaciones de la Preparacion Academica del Estado de
Texas (STAAR™) sustituy6 a la Evaluacién de Conocimientos y Habilidades de Texas (TAKS). En los
niveles escolares de 3° a 8° grados el programa STAAR evalla las mismas materias que antes se
evaluaban en TAKS. En la preparatoria, las evaluaciones de cada grado fueron reemplazadas con 5
examenes de fin de curso (EOC): Algebra I, Biologia, Inglés |, Inglés Il e Historia de EE. UU.

Debido a que ya no se administra la evaluacion TAKS, los estudiantes para quienes esa evaluacion era
un requisito de graduacion, inclusive bajo los programas TAAS y TEAMS, tienen las siguientes opciones
para recibir su diploma de preparatoria de Texas.

1. Solicitar una decision del distrito. El interesado debe comunicarse con el distrito escolar donde
estuvo inscrito mas recientemente a fin de solicitar que el distrito decida si reine las condiciones
para graduarse y recibir un diploma de preparatoria. Para ver detalles de esta opcion, consulte el
Proyecto de ley 463, 85? sesion legislativa de Texas, Sesion ordinaria, 2017. Habra mas informacion
disponible en enero de 2018 cuando el Codigo Administrativo de Texas §74 haya sido enmendado.

2. Lograr un desempefio satisfactorio en una evaluacion alternativa. Las evaluaciones alternativas para
el TAKS son: SAT, ACT, TSIl y STAAR. Los estudiantes de programas sujetos a evaluaciones TAKS,
TAAS y TEAMS deben presentar solamente la parte de la evaluacion alternativa necesaria para
cumplir con los requisitos de graduacion. En el Codigo de Educacion de Texas §74.1027 encontrara

mas informacion.

La Agencia de Educacién de Texas (TEA) ha creado el programa de Evaluaciones de la Preparacion
Acadéemica del Estado de Texas Alternativo (STAAR™ Alternativo 2) para cumplir con los requisitos
federales obligatorios de la Ley de Ensefianza Primaria y Secundaria (ESEA), una ley federal de
educacion reautorizada como ley “Que Ningun Nifio se Quede Atras”. STAAR Alternativo 2 fue disefiado
con el propésito de evaluar a estudiantes de 3° a 8° grado y de preparatoria que tengan discapacidades
cognitivas significativas y reciban servicios de educacién especial.

IOWA es una prueba normativa que mide el rendimiento académico de los estudiantes en Lectura,
Escritura, Artes del Lenguaje, Matematicas, Ciencias y Estudios Sociales.

Logramos es una prueba normativa para estudiantes cuyo idioma principal de instruccion es el espafiol.
Se mide el rendimiento académico de los estudiantes en Lectura, Artes del Lenguaje, Matematicas,
Ciencias y Estudios Sociales.

TELPAS fue disefiado para medir el dominio del inglés de estudiantes ELL (Aprendices del Idioma
Inglés) de Kinder a 12° grado en cuatro habilidades del lenguaje: escuchar, hablar, leer y escribir.

Class Cancellation

This is available ONLY on the
day on which a student is attending an Enrichment class and does not include the weeks before
enrichment classes start or after enrichment classes end. Students MUST register with
Aftercare, but will not be expected to pay an additional fee.

NO AFTERCARE will
be provided after classes UNLESS the student is paying tuition for an appropriate Aftercare
plan.
