Estimado miembro de la comunidad de HISD,

Quiza ya sepa que HISD esta sujeto a la ley de recuperacion, y debera enviar al estado de Texas fondos de la
recaudacion de impuestos locales a la propiedad. El 6 de mayo, los votantes decidiran COMO debe
cumplir HISD con su pago de recuperacion. La recuperacion es uno de los retos mas importantes que
enfrenta HISD y el resultado de la proxima eleccién tendra un impacto en el futuro financiero de nuestras
escuelas.

El siguiente texto que figurara en la boleta electoral del 6 de mayo lo impone el estado: Autorizar a la Mesa
Directiva del Distrito Escolar Independiente de Houston para que compre créditos de asistencia escolar del
estado con ingresos de la recaudacion tributaria local.

Quiza se pregunte, “Un momento, ;no acabamos de votar sobre este tema? Pues si, asi es. Pero desde la
votacion de noviembre ha habido avances considerables. La Agencia de Educacion de Texas redujo el
monto del pago de recuperacion de aproximadamente $162 millones a alrededor de $77,5, y también se
redujeron los pagos de recuperacion futuros. Esto beneficia a HISD. Ademas, el voto foment6 una
conversacion entre los legisladores en Austin sobre los cambios que requiere el sistema anticuado de
financiacién escolar del estado. Sin embargo, no se han aprobado medidas de financiacion adicionales. En
respuesta a los acontecimientos, la Mesa Directiva de Educacion de HISD convocé una eleccion que tendra
lugar el 6 de mayo para darles a los votantes otra oportunidad de decidir como HISD cumplira con la
recuperacion ahora que el monto se ha reducido.

Un voto A FAVOR de la compra de créditos de asistencia escolar significa que HISD girara al estado
un cheque con fondos provenientes de los impuestos locales a la propiedad. También significa que el
distrito continuara realizando pagos anuales de recuperacién indefinidamente. Si la recaudacion de impuestos
locales contintla aumentando, esos fondos adicionales ayudaran a compensar los pagos, pero si la
recaudacion de impuestos no aumenta, el contrapeso sera menor. Por otra parte, en caso de imponerse el
voto a favor, los impuestos podrian aumentar.

Un voto EN CONTRA de la compra de créditos de asistencia escolar significa que las propiedades
comerciales no residenciales mas valiosas se retiraran del registro tributario de HISD. Las propiedades
se asignaran a otros distritos para efectos tributarios. Bajo la ley actual, esas propiedades quedaran
permanentemente retiradas del registro de HISD, y se perderan los aportes para las operaciones diarias del
distrito y sus escuelas. Ademas, se perderan los aportes fributarios destinados a pagar deudas que incluyen
los bonos del programa de construccion de escuelas, y probablemente sera necesario aumentar los impuestos
de los residentes y los comercios restantes para pagar la deuda. Si se lleva a cabo el retiro de propiedades,
la capacidad del distrito para financiar las escuelas se vera reducida.

Ninguna de las opciones es ideal para nuestro distrito. En definitiva, la Legislatura de Texas necesita reformar
la financiacion escolar. Sin embargo, esperamos que usted se informe al respecto y elija la mejor opcion para
su familia y su comunidad. Visite HoustonISD.org/Recapture para obtener mas informacion sobre el tema,
incluyendo un video informativo.
