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2016-2017 Recapture FAQ

Why is the district losing $162 million, and what is the plan to address that?

Under the state’s funding structure, HISD is considered “property-wealthy” and is required to make a
“recapture” payment to the state under Chapter 41 of the Texas Education Code. The payment for the
2016-17 school year is $162 million, which the district would pay by purchasing attendance credits. At its
June meeting, HISD approved a 2016-17 budget, secking to minimize classroom impact of the $162
million payment. The budget contained $84.3 million in cuts to central office and districtwide programs
and $40 million in cuts from schools. In the future, annual payments to the state could be even higher.

What is Chapter 417

The Chapter 41 law, commonly known as the “Robin Hood” plan, was passed by the Legislature in 1993
in an attempt to equalize disparities between property-wealthy and property-poor districts. Under the law,
the state receives local revenue from property-wealthy districts with revenue that exceeds a state-set level
and redistributes those funds to pay for public education — a process known as “recapture.” Though
nearly 80 percent of HISD students come from low-income families, rising property values in Houston
and an outdated school finance system caused HISD in 2016 to go into recapture.

Why is HISD considered wealthy if nearly 80 percent of the district’s students
are economically disadvantaged?
A district’s wealth is measured in terms of the taxable value of property within the district’s borders,
divided by the number of students in weighted average daily attendance (WADA). WADA is higher than
actual enrollment. Weights are added to average daily attendance (ADA) for additional services such as

at-risk, bilingual, special education, career and technology. and gifted and talented services. If a district’s
wealth per WADA exceeds limits established under the law, the district is considered “property wealthy.”

What is an attendance credit? What does purchasing attendance credits mean?

Purchasing attendance credits means HISD is paying the state the cost of educating students not in HISD.
The state uses HISD’s local property tax dollars instead of state general revenue to fund public education.

Doesn’t recapture make funding in Texas more fair and equitable?
Not exactly. The purpose of recapture was to ensure similar revenue for similar tax effort. This meant that
ultra-wealthy districts had to raise their tax rates, and the excess revenue raised was shared across the
state. The problem is that as property values have risen, along with the costs of educating kids — more
importantly, high-needs kids — state formulas haven’t kept up. It’s especially unfortunate for HISD.
HISD educates more low-income children than any Texas district’s total student population.

2016-2017 Recapture

What are the options for paying the projected $162 million owed to the state?

At its August meeting, the Board called an election seeking voter approval to send local tax dollars to the
state. This referendum is necessary; otherwise, the district would not be able to adopt a tax rate or collect
taxes. The election will be Nov. 8, 2016. Here are the two options pending the outcome of that election.

* Option 1: If voters approve the measure, HISD will begin paying the $162 million next spring.
The district will continue to make annual recapture payments for the foreseeable future.

* Option 2: If HISD voters do not approve the measure, HISD would then be subject to detachment
of about $18 billion worth of commercial property next July. The law allows the Texas Education
Agency to detach the most valuable commercial properties within HISD and reassign those
properties to other school districts. HISD would lose that revenue from the business community,
and the local share would possibly increase.

How will recapture affect HISD campuses?

Because the majority of HISD’s budget is spent directly on schools, there was no way to implement the
state-mandated cuts without impacting classrooms. The 2016-17 budget includes a $179-per-student
funding loss for schools, causing a $40 million cut to HISD’s campuses.

Who receives the money HISD must pay in recapture?
The state uses recapture to fund public education statewide, lessening the dollars it must contribute from

1ts general fund. As a property-wealthy district, HISD pays the state more than it receives in aid.

Is there anything that HISD can do to change the current funding system?

In 2011, HISD was among 600 school districts that filed a lawsuit against the state contending that the
current system failed to provide adequate funding. On May 13, the Texas State Supreme Court dealt a
setback to that effort and ruled the current system is constitutional, but flawed. The future of the state’s
school finance system now rests with the Legislature. You may voice your opinion with your HISD board
member and state lawmakers by explaining how recapture impacts your home and your community.

Can HISD lower property values to avoid recapture in the future?
No. Property values are determined by the Harris County Appraisal District.

Can the district change its tax rate to get out of recapture?
No. If the district raise its tax rate, recapture increases. And if it lowers the rate, it would face a penalty.

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Recuperacion 2016-2017 FAQ

+Qué opciones hay para pagar los $162 millones adeudados al estado?

En su reunion de agosto, la Mesa Directiva convoco una eleccidn a fin de obtener la aprobacidn de los votantes para
remitir parte de la recaudacion de impuestos locales al estado. Este referéndum es necesario: de lo contrario, el distrito no
podria adoptar una tasa impositiva o recaudar impuestos. La eleccion se llevara a cabo el 8 de noviembre de 2016, y hay
dos posibles opciones y resultados:

e Primera opcién: Si los votantes aprueban la propuesta, HISD comenzara a pagar los $162 millones en la
primavera. El Distrito continuard efectuando pagos de recuperacion en el futuro previsible.

¢ Segunda opcion: Si los votantes no aprueban la propuesta, HISD quedaria sujeto al retiro y traspaso de
propiedades comerciales valuadas en alrededor de $18 mil millones de délares el préximo mes de julio. La ley
permite que la Agencia de Educacion de Texas retire de la lista de contribuyentes de HISD las propiedades
comerciales mas valiosas y las anexe a otros distritos escolares. Al perder HISD esos aportes de la comunidad
comercial, podria aumentar la carga local.

;Qué efecto tendra la recuperacion en las escuelas de HISD?

Como la mayor parte del presupuesto de HISD se gasta directamente en las escuelas, no habia forma de implementar los
recortes impuestos por el estado sin que hubiera repercusiones en los salones de clases. El presupuesto de 2016-2017
implica una pérdida de fondos de $179 dolares por cada estudiante de las escuelas de HISD, lo cual resulta en un recorte
total de $40 millones de dolares.

;Quién recibiria el dinero del pago de recuperacion de HISD?

El estado usa el dinero de los pagos de recuperacion para financiar la educacion publica en todo el estado, disminuyendo
la cantidad de dinero que debe contribuir de su fondo general. Por ser considerado un distrito rico en propiedades, HISD
le paga al estado més que lo que recibe en asistencia.

;Hay algo que HISD pueda hacer para cambiar el actual sistema de financiacién escolar?

En el afio 2011, HISD fue uno de 600 distritos escolares que entablaron una demanda contra el estado sosteniendo que el
actual sistema de financiacion escolar no provee fondos suficientes para la ensefianza publica. El 13 de mayo, la Corte
Suprema del Estado de Texas emitio un desalentador fallo en el cual afirmaba que, si bien el sistema es imperfecto, es
constitucional. Ahora, el futuro de este sistema esta en manos de la Legislatura. Usted puede dar a conocer su opinion a
los representantes de la Mesa Directiva de HISD y a los legisladores, comunicandoles el impacto que la recuperacion
tiene en su hogar y en su comunidad. '

;Puede HISD reducir el valor de las propiedades para evitar el proceso de recuperacion en el futuro?
No. El valor de las propiedades lo determina la Oficina de Valuaciones del Condado de Harris.

i{Puede el Distrito cambiar su tasa impositiva para salir del proceso de recuperacion?

No. Si el Distrito aumenta su tasa impositiva, la recuperaciéon aumentard, y si la reduce se expondria a sanciones.

¢Por que el Distrito esta perdiendo $162 millones de dolares, y cudl es el plan para encarar la situacién?
Dada la actual estructura estatal de financiacién escolar, HISD esta considerado como “distrito rico en propiedades” y,
por ende, en conformidad con el Capitulo 41 del Cédigo de Educacién de Texas se le requiere que remita al estado un
pago de recuperacion. El pago de recuperacién por el ciclo escolar 2016-2017 asciende a $162 millones de délares,
cantidad que el Distrito pagaria comprando créditos de asistencia escolar. En su reunién de junio, la Mesa Directiva de
HISD aprobé el presupuesto del ciclo 2016-2017, que fue formulado con especial atencion a reducir al minimo el
impacto del pago de $162 millones. El presupuesto incluye $84,3 millones de délares en recortes a las oficinas centrales
y programas del Distrito, y $40 millones en recortes a las escuelas. En el futuro, los pagos anuales al estado podrian ser
aun mas altos.

&Qué es el Capitulo 417

La ley del Capitulo 41 del Cédigo de Educacién, comtinmente conocida como “plan Robin Hood”, fue aprobada por la
Legislatura en 1993 para corregir disparidades existentes entre distritos ricos en propiedades y distritos pobres en
propiedades. Bajo esta ley, el estado recibe de distritos ricos en propiedades los fondos de la recaudacion local de
impuestos que excedan un nivel predeterminado, y luego los redistribuye para cubrir el costo de la educacién publica.
Este es el proceso conocido como recuperacion. A pesar de que casi el 80 por ciento de los estudiantes de HISD
proceden de familias de bajos ingresos, debido al creciente valor de las propiedades de Houston y a un anticuado sistema
de financiacién escolar, en el 2016 HISD entr6 en proceso de recuperacion.

¢Por qué se considera que HISD es rico si casi el 80 por ciento de los estudiantes del Distrito son
econdémicamente desfavorecidos?

La riqueza de un distrito se mide en términos del valor imponible de las propiedades existentes en la zona comprendida
dentro de los limites de ese distrito, dividido por el nimero de estudiantes incluidos en la asistencia diaria promedio
ponderada (WADA), que es més alta que la matricula. Para calcular la WADA, a la asistencia diaria promedio (ADA) se
le suman factores de peso por cada servicio adicional ofrecido, por ejemplo, programas bilingiies, de educacion especial,
de preparacion vocacional y técnica, de atencion a estudiantes en riesgo de fallar, y de ensefianza de estudiantes dotados
y talentosos. Sobre esta base, si la riqueza de un distrito excede los limites establecidos por ley, se considera que ese
distrito es rico en propiedades.

¢Qué es un crédito de asistencia escolar, y que significa comprar estos créditos?

Comprar créditos de asistencia escolar significa que HISD le paga al estado el costo de educar estudiantes que no estén
en HISD. El estado usa dinero recaudado en HISD por concepto de impuestos a la propiedad para financiar la educacién
publica.

Tengo entendido que con la recuperacién se logra financiar la educacién de manera mas justa v equitativa,

ies cierto?
No necesariamente. El propésito de la recuperacion era asegurar una mayor equidad entre los ingresos y las
contribuciones fiscales. En consecuencia, los distritos sumamente ricos tendrian que aumentar sus tasas impositivas, y el
excedente de la recaudacion se distribuiria en todo el estado. El problema es que si bien el valor de las propiedades ha ido
en aumento, a la par del costo de la educacién de nuestros estudiantes, y especialmente de aquellos con mayores
necesidades, las formulas del estado no se han ido actualizando. Esto es particularmente lamentable en el caso de HISD,
donde se educa a mas estudiantes de familias de bajos ingresos que el nimero total de estudiantes de cualquier otro
distrito de Texas.

Dear HISD Parent,

At the start of every school year, I would get “butterflies,” whether I was a parent sending my child off to a
new grade or a principal in charge of an entire campus. It’s no different as superintendent, but I promise you
these are good buttertlies — they signal excitement about the great possibilities of what’s ahead.

The 2016-17 school year has begun, and my first act as your new superintendent was visiting HISD campuses
across this diverse district on the first day of classes. I met elementary students at a dual-language school who
could tell me about their summers and favorite foods while switching easily between English and Spanish. I
visited pre-K and middle-school classrooms where teachers know literacy is the key ingredient for success. I
saw the challenging pre-college courses high school students are embarking on and the exciting career
programs they are involved in, such as maritime studies and communications. And I had lunch with high
school students who told me they are eager for more technology and want to address issues like discrimination
and educational opportunity across the district.

I was impressed by the staff I met, and intrigued by the issues people voiced about how to equip our students
for a global workforce. This is the start of a much larger conversation. I plan on spending the next 90 days
meeting the community, asking lots of questions, and listening. I will also listen to your trustees on the Board
of Education, who understand the needs of every neighborhood. And I will bring everyone together for a
conversation about the positive things in the district and the areas that need attention. I have three key goals:

1. I'want to make sure every student in HISD has access to a high-quality education that gives them the
opportunity to decide their own path, whether it is a career, college, or the military.

2. I'want to address our district’s challenges through an “equity lens,” acknowledging that different
communities have different challenges, and it is up to us to target resources in a way that ensures
everyone’s unique needs are fulfilled.

3. T'want to be transparent and involve communities in how decisions are made.

Our students will be competing globally for careers and college, and we must give them the tools they need to
build real-world skills and succeed in a multilingual workforce. T plan on improving not just test scores, but
student experience. I also know that many students have something standing in their way — whether they are
being bullied, are learning English, or don’t have strong support systems — and it is up to us to address those
issues. And I know that everything that goes on in this district — from how students are educated to what they
are fed — ultimately falls to me. But [ want to involve you, every step of the way.

HISD’s strength is in its diversity, innovation, the dedication of its staff — and you. The district is poised for a
positive future, and I am thrilled to be a part of it. Look for further communication from your school,
HoustonISD.org, Twitter.com/HoustonISD, and Facebook.com/HoustonISD for information on community
meetings and opportunities to make your voice heard.
