Audition Requirements 2018-19

STEP 1: THE Materials


Pick up an application from Ms. Ollagnon or Mr. Scott or Ms. Boffone or online.

STEP 2: THE MONOLOGUE



You will prepare a one-minute monologue.  This monologue MUST



come from a published play.  (No internet monologues, no movies,



no TV shows, no stand-up comedy routines.)  It should be prepared



and memorized fully.  (Please avoid any monologue by Shakespeare.)



In your audition you should:

1.) Prepare a slate which includes your name, the character you will play, the name of your play, and the name of the playwright.
2.) Perform your monologue.  We will look for vocal and

physical interpretation, emotional control, truth, and familiarity with the character and the script.

3.) Be prepared to answer questions about yourself and do an improvisation.
STEP 3: THE SIGN UP


You may email us requesting an audition time or be assigned one. You will receive this from us by e-mail. Audition dates will be April 10th and 11th after school.
STEP 4: THE AUDITION


On the date and time for your audition, come to Room 168, the Black Box Theatre, to check in for your audition. There will be RBP students there to check you in and assist you.

You should bring the following:

a.) Application sheet (signed by you and a parent)

b.) Short essay – “What I will bring to RBP”
c.) Resume

d.) A photocopy of the text of your monologue

e.) A photocopy of your latest report card (In order to perform, you must be passing ALL your classes, so grades are important.  Your

conduct should be exemplary.)

Member Responsibilities


The goal of RBP is to create the highest quality theatrical productions while offering students numerous opportunities to study acting, technical theatre, and theatre management.  All members of LDP are required to be in the cast of, or to undertake a major technical position in at least one production per semester.  This means being involved in after-school rehearsals.  Every member of RBP is required to participate in the pre-production of every show.  Pre-production is done primarily during class, but also during afternoon or week end work calls.  Members must attend at least two hours of work call per semester.  All members of RBP must attend every Bellairer play in which they are not cast or on the technical crew. Student eligibility is of major importance to the success of the program, therefore repeated periods of ineligibility due to poor grades may result in a member being removed from the company.  If a student is ineligible or otherwise unable to perform, an alternate assignment will need to be completed.
Supply Requirements

Members of RBP will be required to purchase a stage make up kit, a company shirt and/or sweater (company shirts $30, sweaters $40) and pay a water/supply fee ($25) plus bring a box of tissues. All fees and tissues are due at Theatre Camp in August.  Financial assistance or payment plans are available for those for whom the supply requirements would be a hardship.
Theatre Production Class

Theatre production is a class that emphasizes the actual performance of plays.  The class centers on the study of acting, but also includes all aspects of producing live theatre, including technical and business.  For those interested in IB Theatre, this course centers on theatre theory, creation, and analysis as well as the study of world theatre traditions.  Anyone accepted in the company from auditions becomes a member of Red Bird Productions.  
What to do if you are accepted into RBP
On Friday, April 13th the 2018-2019 company rosters will be posted on the doors of the theatre. Students from outside Bellaire will be emailed, as well. If you are excepted into RBP, you MUST ATTEND the company meeting on Thursday, April 19th from 4:00-5:00.  Attendance is required.  If you have an unavoidable conflict you must check in with Ms. Ollagnon, Ms. Boffone, or Mr. Scott before that date or your name will be dropped from the company roster.
