Forms of Assessment:

e Projects: (Major) throughout the year students will participate in creative projects that are

related to the coursework. These projects will vary in both form (papers, posters, debates,

presentations) and their point value.

e Daily Work: (Daily) will consist of students working independently, with partners, and small

groups. These assignments will be graded based on completion and correction.
