Course Overview

The purpose of this course is to satisfy the Algebra 1 requirements of the Texas Essential
Knowledge and Skills (TEKS) and prepare students to pass their STAAR math test and End of
Course exam. This course extends on previous mathematic courses and introduces more advanced
topics: solving, graphing, and writing linear equations and inequalities, linear systems, laws of
exponents, quadratic and exponential functions, and factoring.

Course Objectives

Unit 0 Number and algebraic Methods: (S1) The student will apply the algebraic
methods to rewrite in equivalent forms and perform operations on polynomial expressions.
Unit 1 Linear Functions, equations, and inequalities: (S1) The student will apply
properties of linear functions to write and represent in multiple ways, with and without
technology.

Unit 2 System of Linear equations, and inequalities: (S1) The student will identify and
solve system of linear function equations and inequalities, including equations, graphs and
word problems.

Unit 3 Quadratic functions and equations: (S2) The student will apply properties of
quadratic functions to write and represent in multiple ways, with and without technology,
quadratic equations.

Unit 4 Exponential Functions and equations: (S2) The student will apply properties of
exponential functions and their related transformations to write, graph, and represent in
multiple ways exponential equations and evaluate, with and without technology, the
reasonableness of their solutions.
