The percentage of 3rd grade students performing at
or above grade level in reading as measured by the
Meets Grade Level Standard on STAAR will increase
8 percentage points from 42% in spring 2019 to 50%
in spring 2024.

GOAL 2

The percentage of 3rd grade students performing at
or above grade level in math as measured by the
Meets Grade Level Standard on STAAR will increase
8 percentage points from 46% in spring 2019 to 54%
in spring 2024.

GOAL 3

The percentage of graduates that meet the criteria for
CCMR as measured in Domain 1 of the state
accountability system will increase 8 percentage
points from 63% for 2017-18 graduates to 71% for
2022-2023 graduates reported in 2024.

GOAL 4

The percentage of students receiving special
education services reading at or above grade level as
measured by the Meets Grade Level Standard on the
STAAR 3-8 Reading and STAAR EOC English I
and |1 assessments will increase 8 percentage points
from 21% in spring 2019 to 29% in spring 2024.
