Mornings (7:15-7:30 am)

them up and escort them to class (PK students sit on the stage) 

• Students in grades 3-5 report to the intermediate hallway and wait for their 

teacher to pick them up and escort them to class 

• Students are tardy at 7:45 am and will need a parent/adult to sign them in. 

Afternoon (2:50-3:10 pm) 

• Walkers who live on Tiffany, Trafalgar, or Grapevine will be dismissed from the 

front of the school 

• Walkers who report to Windsor Village Park or live near Newquay will be dismissed 

from the back gate located on Newquay (behind the school) 

• Car riders/Car pool will be dismissed from classrooms to circle drive  

• Students in grades PK/K will be dismissed at 2:45 pm (those in car pool lane). 

• HISD bus riders will be escorted to the front of the school at 2:50 pm
