A critical indicator of academic success is student attendance. Regular attendance in school is VITAL to your
child’s current and future educational achievements. Poor attendance can negatively affect your child’s learning; a
continual pattern of absences over time will take a toll on your child’s progress. Our ultimate goal is to team with
parents/guardians to ensure the success of each and every student.

According to the Texas Education Code, a student must be in attendance in order to receive credit or a final promotion
in school. Student attendance falling below the established threshold, along with other factors, is strongly considered
when deciding to promote a student to the next grade level.

All absences must have a note, an email to the registrar or teacher. If there are special circumstances involved in
your child’s absences, please notify the campus administrator and/or counselor. Resources are often available to
assist families in difficult circumstances and your child’s administrator and/or counselor can assist you with
investigating potential solutions.
