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Westside Wear/School Uniform Policy… was developed to enhance campus security from the standpoint 

of identifying unauthorized visitors, and minimizing the architectural challenge of monitoring numerous entrances. The 

Site-Based Decision-Making Committee makes recommendations annually in response to student and staff feedback 

data. Every student is expected to be in uniform on the first day of school and beyond. Be advised:   

 

 Tops: All uniform Shirts/Tops/Sweatshirts must be purchased at Westside school store;  

 Bottoms: Only khaki bottoms are allowed Monday through Thursday; students with excessively short skirts will be 

sent home; 

 Athletic/Club Jackets may not be worn Mon-Thurs; allowable on Fridays; 

 Friday/Spirit Days…in addition to Mon-Thurs uniform items, students have additional options:  

Black solid uniform-style bottoms* and blue jeans; athletic shorts, leggings, sweatpants are not permitted; 

Official Westside club/org shirts, non-hooded jackets** 

*  Continuation of policy will be contingent on student body compliance; 

**   Criteria: “Westside” or official logo imprinted; base color must be white, black, royal blue, gray
