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Spring Testing News 

The Texas English Language Proficiency Assessment System (TELPAS) Test 

TELPAS is an assessment program developed by the Texas Education Agency for 

students in Texas public schools who are learning the English language. Texas annu-

ally assesses the English language proficiency of students who have been identified 

as English learners (ELs) in four language domains—listening, speaking, reading, 

and writing.  

Testing Window:  February 21 – March 7, 2024 

Audience:  Students identified as English learners 

 

Spring TSIA2 Testing available at Westside High School for Seniors  

 

The Texas Success Initiative Assessment 2.0 (TSIA2) is a series of tests for students 

enrolling in public colleges and universities in Texas. The tests help Texas schools de-

termine whether a student is ready for college-level courses in the areas of reading, 

writing, and math. 

Not all Texas college students have to take TSIA2. If your student has met college 

readiness standards on a standardized test like the SAT, they may be exempt. NOTE:  

SAT Scores are available in your student’s College Board account.

SAT® School Day allows states, districts, and schools to offer juniors the opportunity 
to take the SAT during their regular school day at their home school, expanding ac-
cess to a globally recognized college admission test. 

• Test Date:  Tuesday, March 5, 2024 

• Audience:  All 11
th
 grade students 

• No registration necessary 
FREE 

Students will need a photo ID and their laptop and charger on test day.

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College Center Announcements 

Financial aid: 
FAFSA - While FAFSA traditionally becomes available 
every October, due to major changes to the application 
and website, the 2024-2025 FAFSA application will not be 
made available until December 2023. An official release 
date has not been confirmed but colleges across the U.S. 
are aware of this change. However, the College Center is 
recommending students to still submit by the original pri-
ority deadline of January 15th, to be safe. A major change 
to keep out for is that what was previously known as the 
“Student Aid Report” will now be shown as “FAFSA Sub-
mission Summary.” 
TASFA – The biggest update to share about TASFA this 
year is that it will now available online! Each student and 
one parent/guardian will create an account and complete 
the application online and will have the ability to send their 
completed online TASFA applications to up 10 schools. 

 
Scholarships: 

HISD has provides students with a list of “Hot Scholar-
ships” that are available to them throughout their senior 
year. The Hot Scholarship list for October-December is 
accessible through each student Schoolinks account and 
be found the by following these steps: Digital Resources > 
Schoolinks > Finances > Scholarship Matching  

 
Testing: 

SAT for Seniors - There are still several opportunities for 
seniors to take the SAT and/or ACT this school year! 
While many schools remain test optional, meaning SAT 
test scores are not required to be sent as part of the ad-
missions process, a school may still ask for a student’s 
test scores to determine that they are “college ready.” To 
meet this criterion, a student must have scored the follow-
ing: Evidence-based Reading & Writing: 480 and Math: 
530 
SAT for Juniors - A major change to the SAT is that 
starting in March 2024, all SAT exams given will be digi-
tal. Click here to find upcoming test dates for the 2023-
2024 academic year. Juniors will take the School Day 
SAT in March 2024, and are recommended not to test 
before then as they will not have covered some material 
yet. 
ACT – Click here to find upcoming test dates for the 2023-
2024 academic year.
