Attached is a copy of the Student Course Grades – Second Semester 2019, 2020, and 2021 
report. This report analyzes the grades earned by students in the second semesters of the 
2018–2019, 2019–2020, and 2020–2021 school years by grade level, instructional mode 
(remote and face-to-face), race/ethnicity, student gender, and special populations including 
economically disadvantaged students, English learners, gifted/talented, special education, and 
homeless students. Results are further disaggregated by high school grade level (9th, 10th,11th, 
and 12th, separately) in order to more carefully scrutinize the grades obtained by students at 
those grade levels as they fulfill high school graduation requirements. 
 
Key findings include: 
 An increase of 14 percentage points (all students) and 17 percentage points (high school 

students) can be seen for students with one or more “F” grades from 2018–2019 to 2020–

2021.  
 The percentage of all students with one or more “F” grades in each content area increased 

by nine to ten percentage points for core foundation courses and by six percentage points 
for non-core foundation courses from 2018–2019 to 2020–2021. The percentage of high 
school students with one or more “F” grades in each content area increased by 12 to 15 

percentage points for core foundation courses and by 19 percentage points for non-core 
foundation courses from 2018–2019 to 2020–2021.  

 Among all students, 79 percent of all grades earned were grades of 75 or above (grades of 
“A,” “B,” or “C”) in 2018–2019 as compared to 76 percent in 2020–2021, a decline of three 
percentage points. Among all high school students, 75 percent of all grades earned were 
grades of 75 or above in 2018–2019 as compared to 64 percent in 2020–2021, a decline of 
11 percentage points.  

 For the 2020–2021 school year among all students, a higher percentage of remote students 
(41 percent) had one or more “F” grades as compared to face-to-face (F2F) students (36 
percent), a difference of five percentage points. The percentage of students with one or 
more “F” grades in all core content areas was two to four percentage points higher among 
remote students than among F2F students and was eight percentage points lower for non-
core foundation courses. The percentage of students with grades of 75 or above was one 
percentage point higher for remote students than for F2F students in grades 1–2, four 
percentage points lower for remote students than for F2F students in grades 3–5 and was 
not different for remote and F2F students in grades 6–8. 

 For the 2020–2021 school year among high school students, a lower percentage of remote 
students (46 percent) had one or more “F” grades as compared to F2F students (62 

percent), a difference of 16 percentage points. The percentage of students with one or more 
“F” grades in all core content areas was nine to 11 percent lower among remote students 



than F2F students and was 13 percentage points lower for non-core foundation courses. 
The percentage of students with grades of 75 or above was 10 percentage points higher for 
remote students than for F2F students in grades 9–12.

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Student Course Grades – Second Semester 2019, 2020, and 
2021 

Executive Summary 

Background 
It is important to understand how students enrolled in HISD performed academically for the second half of 
the 2019–2020 school year and the 2020–2021 school year, both as compared to the 2018–2019 school 
year (the most recent pre-pandemic school year) and as compared across different student groups within 
the district. This report analyzes the grades earned by students in the second semesters of the 2018–
2019, 2019–2020, and 2020–2021 school years by grade level category, instructional mode (remote and 
face-to-face), race/ethnicity, student gender, and special populations including economically 
disadvantaged students, English learners, gifted/talented, special education, and homeless students. The 
report further disaggregates second semester grades by high school grade level (9th, 10th,11th, and 12th) 
to ensure students are on track to fulfill high school graduation requirements. 
 
Highlights 
• An increase of 14 percentage points (all students) and 17 percentage points (high school students) 

can be seen for students with one or more “F” grades from 2018–2019 to 2020–2021.  

• The percentage of all students with one or more “F” grades in each content area increased by nine to 
ten percentage points for core foundation courses and by six percentage points for non-core 
foundation courses from 2018–2019 to 2020–2021. The percentage of high school students with one 
or more “F” grades in each content area increased by 12 to 15 percentage points for core foundation 
courses and by 19 percentage points for non-core foundation courses from 2018–2019 to 2020–
2021.  

• Among all students, 79 percent of all grades earned were grades of 75 or above (grades of “A,” “B,” 
or “C”) in 2018–2019 as compared to 76 percent in 2020–2021, a decline of three percentage points. 
Among all high school students, 75 percent of all grades earned were grades of 75 or above in 2018–
2019 as compared to 64 percent in 2020–2021, a decline of 11 percentage points.  

• For the 2020–2021 school year among all students, a higher percentage of remote students (41 
percent) had one or more “F” grades as compared to face-to-face (F2F) students (36 percent), a 
difference of five percentage points. The percentage of students with one or more “F” grades in all 
core content areas was two to four percentage points higher among remote students than among F2F 
students and was eight percentage points lower for non-core foundation courses. The percentage of 
students with grades of 75 or above was one percentage point higher for remote students than for 
F2F students in grades 1–2, four percentage points lower for remote students than for F2F students 
in grades 3–5 and was not different for remote and F2F students in grades 6–8. 

• For the 2020–2021 school year among high school students, a lower percentage of remote students 
(46 percent) had one or more “F” grades as compared to F2F students (62 percent), a difference of 
16 percentage points. The percentage of students with one or more “F” grades in all core content 
areas was nine to 11 percent lower among remote students than F2F students and was 13 
percentage points lower for non-core foundation courses. The percentage of students with grades of 
75 or above was 10 percentage points higher for remote students than for F2F students in grades 9–
12.   
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Introduction 

In response to the COVID-19 pandemic, the Houston Independent School District (HISD) moved to 
remote learning, which included distance learning, independent study, live online meetings, and 
completing assignments online or paper-based packets mailed to the home beginning on March 30, 2020. 
The last nine weeks of the 2019–2020 school year were completed remotely. HISD extended remote 
learning through the 2020 summer school session and through the first six-week grading cycle of the 
2020–2021 school year for all students. The 2020–2021 school year began remotely on September 8, 
2020. The option for face-to-face instruction began on October 19, 2020, and parents had the option to 
choose remote or face-to-face instruction for the fall semester or the entire school year. 

Because of the abrupt school closures that occurred in March of 2020, grading policies for the remainder 
of the 2019–2020 school year were amended to ensure that students’ grades were not negatively 
affected. No district grades taken after March 12, 2020 could negatively impact a student’s overall 
average for the course. Furthermore, if a student’s grade in the final grading cycle negatively impacted 
their overall final grade in a course, that final cycle grade was omitted in the calculation of the final grade 
for the course. Individual schools still had discretion for class assignments and grading, but they were 
asked to be flexible and understanding of the burdens and limitations that the pandemic had placed on 
students and families. 

For the 2020–2021 school year, students enrolled in remote instruction followed the same grading 
guidelines as in-person instruction. Teachers were expected to measure student progress by grading at 
least two assignments per week and were expected to post grades on a weekly basis. Grades were taken 
during each grading cycle of the school year and all cycle grades were used in the calculation of the final 
average for any class. In addition, final exams were administered for all high school credit courses, which 
were included in the calculation of the final average for the course. Perhaps the biggest change to 
grading for the 2020–2021 school year compared to pre-pandemic guidelines was the move to consistent 
grading periods for all campuses. Pre-pandemic, campuses were either on a 9-week (four 9-week cycles) 
or a 6-week (six 6-week cycles) grading cycle. Beginning with the 2020–2021 school year, all campuses 
are on a 6-week grading cycle. 

Because of the COVID-19 pandemic, students experienced the most disruptive school year of their lives. 
They were required to learn at home online or wear masks in classrooms without the benefit of their usual 
social, sports, and artistic outlets. It is important to understand how students enrolled in HISD performed 
academically for the second half of the 2019–2020 school year and the 2020–2021 school year, both as 
compared to the 2018–2019 school year (the most recent pre-pandemic school year) and as compared 
across different student groups within the district.

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Methods 

Archived grades assigned for all courses taken in the second semesters of the 2018–2019 and 2019–
2020 school years were obtained from Chancery, the Student Information System (SIS) utilized by HISD 
prior to the 2020–2021 school year, along with student demographics. Grades assigned using a 100-point 
scale were utilized for this report; letter grades such as “E” (exemplary) and “P” (poor) were not used. 
Since pre-Kindergarten and Kindergarten students typically do not receive numeric grades, those grade 
levels were excluded from analysis. When elementary grade levels (grades 1–2 and grades 3–5) did 
assign numeric grades, those were used. Even when elementary grade levels assign numeric grades for 
core foundation courses1, they typically do not assign numeric grades for non-core foundation courses; 
only those courses for which numeric grades were assigned were utilized for this report. 

Grades assigned for all courses taken in the second semester of the 2020–2021 school year were 
obtained from PowerSchool, the new SIS utilized by HISD beginning in the fall of the 2020–2021 school 
year, along with student demographics. As with 2019–2020 data, grades assigned which did not use a 
100-point numeric scale were not utilized for this report. 

Houston ISD families chose between in-person instruction on campus or remote instruction online for 
each six weeks during the 2020–2021 school year. Parents were asked to complete a Student 
Commitment form for each student to select the method of instruction for each grading cycle, beginning 
with the second grading cycle. The selection was binding for each six-week cycle; furthermore, the 
previous cycle selection remained in place if no new selection was made. For this report, student 
instructional mode was determined based on the selection made for the fourth, fifth, and sixth grading 
cycles. Students who were receiving face-to-face (F2F) instruction for two of the three grading cycles 
were considered as F2F and students who were receiving remote instruction for two of the three grading 
cycles were considered as remote for the purposes of this report. 

The research questions included in this report were developed with the input of the Curriculum, Federal 
and State Compliance, and Academics departments. Each section of this report describes all HISD 
students separated by grade levels (grades 1–2, grades 3–5, grades 6–8, and grades 9–12), and also 
focuses on high school level students separated by grade (9th, 10th, 11th, and 12th). High school grade 
levels are examined separately because of graduation requirements high school students must meet, and 
to draw attention and invite discussion of the unanticipated results for this group.  

Basic descriptive statistics were employed to analyze the data. The number of students within each group 
can be found in the tables that accompany figures in Appendices A–H (pp. A-1–H-56). Due to rounding 
and missing data, some totals may not equal 100 percent.  

Exclusions 
Pre-Kindergarten and Kindergarten students who do not typically receive numeric grades were excluded 
for the purposes of this report. In addition, non-numeric grades were also excluded; this was more typical 
at the elementary grade levels (grades 1–5) than in secondary grades, and in particular for non-core 
foundation courses.  

 
1 Core foundation courses include courses in reading/ELA, mathematics, science, and social studies which are 
required for graduation; for example, English I is a required course, but “yearbook” is an elective course. Non-core 
foundation courses include all other courses, such as physical education or fine arts; these courses are required for 
graduation but are not one of the core foundation courses. 
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Data Limitations 
HISD implemented the PowerSchool SIS in 2020. The transition to a new SIS caused several data 
anomalies to surface, which took time to identify and correct. This process caused a delay in obtaining 
the second semester grades for 2020–2021.  

Instructional mode captured what was submitted each grading cycle through the student commitment 
form; as such, results do not reflect changes to instructional mode that occurred mid-cycle due to 
quarantine requirements or parent or student choice. 

Grades for courses typically taken by students in grades 1–8 are not averaged into “semester 1” and 
“semester 2” final grades, and high school level courses are not averaged into “end of year” final grades. 
Students in middle school taking a high-school level course (for example, Algebra 1) receive a “semester 
1” or “semester 2” average, but only for that specific course. As such, Semester 2 averages were used for 
all students/courses for which they were available. If no Semester 2 average was available, end-of-year, 
Cycle 4, or Cycle 6 grades were utilized.  

Results 
What percentage of students had one or more “F” grades in the second semester? 
 
Figure 1 (p. 5) shows the percentage of students with one or more “F” grades in the second semester by 
grade level category, by race/ethnicity, by gender, and by other special populations for all HISD students 
for the 2018–2019, 2019–2020 and 2020–2021 school years. Corresponding data can be found in Table 
1A in Appendix A (p. A-1). 

• Among all students, an increase of 14 percentage points can be seen for students with one or more 
“F” grades from 2018–2019 to 2020–2021. An increase of 25 percentage points can be seen for 
students in grades 6–8 from 2018–2019 (30 percent) to 2020–2021 (55 percent). Elementary grade 
levels (grades 1–2 and grades 3–5) show a decrease in the percentage of students with one or more 
“F” grades from 2019–2020 to 2020–2021, but an increase from 2018–2019 to 2020–2021.  

• For each school year, females had a lower percentage of students with one or more “F” grades than 
male students (10 percentage points fewer in 2018–2019, 7 percentage points fewer in 2019–2020, 
and 6 percentage points fewer in 2020–2021). However, increases in the percentage of students with 
one or more “F” grades were larger among female students (16 percentage points from 2018–2019 to 
2020–2021) than among male students (12 percentage from 2018–2019 to 2020–2021). 

• The largest percentage-point increases among students with one or more “F” grades from 2018–2019 
to 2020–2021 can be seen for Hispanic students (16 percentage points) and African American 
students (15 percentage points).  

• Double-digit increases in the percentage of students with one or more “F” grades can be seen for all 
special populations from 2018–2019 to 2020–2021. Among economically disadvantaged (ED) 
students and gifted/talented (GT) students, there was a 16 percentage-point increase (28 percent to 
44 percent for ED, 8 percent to 24 percent for GT); among English Learners (EL) there was a 14 
percentage-point increase (28 percent to 42 percent); and among special education (SE) and 
homeless students, there was an 11 percentage-point increase (29 percent to 40 percent for SE, 35 
percent to 46 percent for homeless).

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Figure 2A shows the percentage of high school students with one or more “F” grades in the second 
semester by grade level and by gender for the 2018–2019, 2019–2020 and 2020–2021 school years. 
Corresponding data can be found in Table 1B in Appendix A (pp. A-2–A-3).

• Among all high school students, an increase of 17 percentage points can be seen for students with 

one or more “F” grades from 2018–2019 to 2020–2021. Although 9th grade students had the highest 
percentage of “F” grades in the 2020–2021 school year (57 percent), they also had the smallest 
increase of 14 percentage points from 2018–2019 to 2020–2021. Twelfth grade students had the 
lowest percentage of “F” grades in the second semester of the 2020–2021 school year (38 percent) 
but had the second-highest percentage increase of 18 percentage points from 2018–2019 to 2020–
2021. 

• The percentage of students with one or more “F” grades decreases as students remain in high school 
for both female and male students, with a smaller percentage of female students earning one or more 
“F” grades than male students. An increase of 18 percentage points from 2018–2019 to 2020–2021 
can be seen among female high school students with one or more “F” grades. Twelfth grade female 
students had the lowest percentage of “F” grades in the 2020–2021 school year (32 percent) and had 
the lowest percentage increase of 17 percentage points from 2018–2019 to 2020–2021. An increase 
of 15 percentage points can be seen among male high school students with one or more “F” grades 
from 2018–2019 to 2020–2021. For male students, 9th graders had the smallest percentage point 
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increase (11 percentage points) of “F” grades from 2018–2019 to 2020–2021, and twelfth graders 
had the largest increase (20 percentage points). Male students had smaller increases in percentage 
of students with “F” grades than female students at each grade level except 12th grade. 

Figure 2B. Percentage of High School Students with One or More “F” Grades by Grade Level and 
Race/Ethnicity 
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Figure 2B (p. 7) shows the percentage of high school students with one or more “F” grades in the second 
semester by grade level and by race/ethnicity for the 2018–2019, 2019–2020 and 2020–2021 school 
years. Corresponding data can be found in Table 1B in Appendix A (pp. A-2–A-3). 

• The largest percentage-point increases among high school students with one or more “F” grades from 
2018–2019 to 2020–2021 can be seen for Hispanic students (20 percentage points) and African 
American students (17 percentage points). The smallest percentage-point increase among high 
school students with one or more “F” grades from 2018–2019 to 2020–2021 was among White 
students (4 percentage point increase).  

• Among Hispanic and African American students, twelfth graders had a lower percentage of students 
with one or more F” grades than other grade levels but still had twice as many students with “F” 
grades in 2020–2021 as there were in 2018–2019.  

• Among White students, twelfth graders had a lower percentage of students with one or more “F” 
grades than other grade levels but still had sixty percent more students with “F” grades in 2020–2021 
than there were in 2018–2019. However, White 9th grade students showed no increase in the 
percentage of students with one or more “F” grades from 2018–2019 to 2020–2021. 

Figure 2C (p. 9) shows the percentage of high school students with one or more “F” grades in the second 
semester by grade level and by special populations for the 2018–2019, 2019–2020 and 2020–2021 
school years. Corresponding data can be found in Table 1B in Appendix A (pp. A-2–A-3). 

• The largest percentage-point increases among high school students with one or more “F” grades from 
2018–2019 to 2020–2021 can be seen for economically disadvantaged (ED) students (20 percentage 
points) and English Learner (EL) students (19 percentage points). The smallest percentage-point 
increase among high school students with one or more “F” grades from 2018–2019 to 2020–2021 
was among homeless students (seven percentage points).  

• Among ED students, twelfth graders had a lower percentage of students with one or more F” grades 
than other grade levels but still had twice as many students with “F” grades in 2020–2021 as there 
were in 2018–2019. More than half of 9th (65 percent), 10th (62 percent), and 11th (58 percent) grade 
ED students had one or more “F” grades in the second semester of the 2020–2021 school year. 

• Among EL students, twelfth graders had a lower percentage of students with one or more “F” grades 
than other grade levels but still had half (50 percent) of students with “F” grades. More than two thirds 
of 9th (70 percent), 10th (70 percent), and 11th (69 percent) grade EL students had one or more “F” 
grades in the second semester of the 2020–2021 school year. 

• Gifted/talented (GT) students fared better than other special population groups insofar as the 
percentage of students with one or more “F” grades; however, a third (34 percent) of all GT high 
school students had “F” grades for the second semester of the 2020–2021 school year. Twelfth 
graders had a lower percentage of students with one or more “F” grades, but still had more than a 
quarter (28 percent) with “F” grades, which more than doubled the percentage of high school GT 
seniors from 2018–2019 to 2020–2021. At least a third of 9th (36 percent), 10th (36 percent), and 11th 
(33 percent) grade GT students had one or more “F” grades in the second semester of the 2020–
2021 school year. 
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Figure 2C. Percentage of High School Students with One or More “F” Grades by Grade Level and 
Special Population 
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• Among special education (SE) students, twelfth graders had a lower percentage of students with one 

or more “F” grades than other grade levels but still had nearly a third (32 percent) of students with “F” 
grades – more than twice as many as in 2018–2019 (15 percent). More than half of 9th (60 percent), 
10th (56 percent), and 11th (54 percent) grade SE students had one or more “F” grades in the second 
semester of the 2020–2021 school year. 
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• Overall, homeless high school students showed the smallest increase in percentage of students with 
one or more “F” grades from 2018–2019 to 2020–2021 (seven percentage points). Twelfth graders 
had a lower percentage of students with one or more “F” grades than other grade levels but still had 
more than a third (36 percent) of students with “F” grades and showed the highest increase in 
percentage from 2018–2019 to 2020–2021 (12 percentage points). Tenth grade students showed a 
decrease in the percentage of students with one or more “F” grades from 2018–2019 to 2020–2021 
(five percentage points). 

What percentage of students had one or more “F” grades in the second semester in the core 
foundation content areas? 
 
Figure 3 shows the percentage of all students and of high school students with one or more “F” grades in 
the second semester by core foundation content area for the 2018–2019, 2019–2020 and 2020–2021 
school years. Corresponding tables (Tables 2A–6B) by core foundation content area can be found in 
Appendix B (pp. B-1–B-35).

• The percentage of all students with one or more “F” grades in each content area increased by nine to 

ten percentage points for core foundation courses and by six percentage points for non-core 
foundation courses from 2018–2019 to 2020–2021.  

• The percentage of high school students with one or more “F” grades in each content area increased 
by 12 to 15 percentage points for core foundation courses and by 19 percentage points for non-core 
foundation courses from 2018–2019 to 2020–2021.  
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• For the 2018–2019 and 2020–2021 school years, a higher percentage of high school students had 
one or more “F” grades in each content area than all HISD students. However, for 2019–2020, a 
lower percentage of high school students had one or more “F” grades in each content area than all 
HISD students. 

Tables 2A–6B and Figures B-1–B-15(c) (Appendix B, pp. B-1–B-40) show the percentages of students 
with “F” grades in the second semester of 2018–2019, 2019–2020, and 2020–2021 for each content area 
by grade level category, by gender, by race/ethnicity, and by special populations for all students and for 
high school students disaggregated by grade level.  

Grade Levels Categories 
• The percentage of all HISD students in grades 1–2 with one or more “F” grades increased by one 

percentage point for reading/ELA and social studies and two percentage points for science and non-
core foundation courses from 2018–2019 to 2020–2021.  

• For grades 3–5, there was an increase in the percentage of students with one or more “F” grades of 
three percentage points for mathematics, four percentage points for reading/ELA, five percentage 
points for social studies, and six percentage points for science from 2018–2019 to 2020–2021. 

• For grades 6–8, there was an increase in the percentage of students with one or more “F” grades of 
16 percentage points for mathematics and science, 17 percentage points for social studies, 20 
percentage points for reading/ELA, and 25 percentage points for non-core foundation courses from 
2018–2019 to 2020–2021. 

• For grades 9–12, there was an increase in the percentage of students with one or more “F” grades of 
12 percentage points for mathematics, 13 percentage points for science, 14 percentage points for 
social studies, 15 percentage points for reading/ELA, and 19 percentage points for non-core 
foundation courses from 2018–2019 to 2020–2021. 

• Among high school students, there was an increase in the percentage of students with one or more 
“F” grades for all grade levels (grade 9, grade 10, grade 11, and grade 12) for all subjects from 2018–
2019 to 2020–2021.  

Gender 
• Among all HISD students, females had a lower percentage of students with one or more “F” grades 

than male students for all subjects from 2018–2019 to 2020–2021. Among female students, there 
was a lower percentage of students with one or more “F” grades – three percentage points for social 
studies, four percentage points for mathematics, science, and non-core foundation courses, and five 
percentage points for reading/ELA when compared to male students from 2018–2019 to 2020–2021. 

• Among high school students, both female and male students show that the percentage with one or 
more “F” grades decreases as student grade level increases for all subject areas. For the 2020–2021 
school year between 9th and 12th grade, female students showed a 14 percentage point difference for 
mathematics, a 15 percentage point difference for science, a 16 percentage point difference for 
reading/ELA and social studies, and a 20 percentage point difference for non-core foundation 
courses. For the 2020–2021 school year between 9th and 12th grade, male students showed a 14 
percentage point difference for science, a 16 percentage point difference for mathematics, a 17 
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percentage point difference for reading/ELA, an 18 percentage point difference for social studies, and 
a 19 percentage point difference for non-core foundation courses. 

Race/Ethnicity 
• The largest percentage point increases among all students with one or more “F” grades from 2018–

2019 to 2020–2021 can be seen for Hispanic and African American students for all subject areas. 
Hispanic students showed an eight percentage point increase for non-core foundation courses, a ten 
percentage point increase for mathematics, an 11 percentage point increase for science, and a 12 
percentage point increase for reading/ELA and social studies in students with one or more “F” grades 
from 2018–2019 to 2020–2021. African American students showed a six percentage point increase 
for non-core foundation courses, a nine percentage point increase for mathematics, a ten percentage 
point increase for science, and an 11 percentage point increase for reading/ELA and social studies in 
students with one or more “F” grades from 2018–2019 to 2020–2021. 

• Among high school students, the percentage of Hispanic and African American students with one or 
more “F” grades decreases as student grade level increases for all subject areas. For the 2020–2021 
school year between 9th and 12th grade, Hispanic students showed a 15 percentage point difference 
for mathematics and science, an 18 percentage point difference for reading/ELA and social studies, 
and a 22 percentage point difference for non-core foundation courses. For the 2020–2021 school 
year between 9th and 12th grade, African American students showed a 17 percentage point difference 
for science, a 20 percentage point difference for reading/ELA, a 21 percentage point difference for 
mathematics and social studies, and a 24 percentage point difference for non-core foundation 
courses. 

Special Populations 
• All special populations show increases in the percentage of students with one or more “F” grades 

from 2018–2019 to 2020–2021.  
o Economically disadvantaged (ED) students showed a seven percentage point increase for non-

core foundation courses, a ten percentage point increase for mathematics, and a 12 percentage 
point increase for reading/ELA, science, and social studies.  

o English Learners (EL) showed a one percentage point increase for non-core foundation courses, 
a nine percentage point increase for mathematics, and an 11 percentage point increase for 
reading/ELA, science, and social studies.  

o Gifted/talented (GT) students showed an eight percentage point increase for mathematics, 
science, and social studies, a nine percentage point increase for reading/ELA, and an 11 
percentage point increase for non-core foundation courses.  

o Special education (SE) students showed a four percentage point increase for non-core foundation 
courses, a seven percentage point increase for mathematics and science, and an eight 
percentage point increase for reading/ELA and social studies.  

o Homeless students showed a four percentage point increase for non-core foundation courses, a 
seven percentage point increase for mathematics, an eight percentage point increase for science, 
a nine percentage point increase for reading/ELA, and a ten percentage point increase for social 
studies. 

• Among high school students, nearly all student groups showed the percentage of students with one 
or more “F” grades decreases as student grade increases for all subject areas. 
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o For the 2020–2021 school year between 9th and 12th grade, ED students showed a 16 
percentage point difference for science, an 18 percentage point difference for mathematics, a 19 
percentage point difference for social studies, a 20 percentage point difference for reading/ELA, 
and a 23 percentage point difference for non-core foundation courses. 

o For the 2020–2021 school year between 9th and 12th grade, EL students showed a 17 percentage 
point difference for science and social studies, an 18 percentage point difference for reading/ELA, 
and a 22 percentage point difference for non-core foundation courses. 

o For the 2020–2021 school year between 9th and 12th grade, GT students showed a six 
percentage point difference for mathematics, an eight percentage point difference for 
reading/ELA, and a nine percentage point difference for non-core foundation courses. 

o For the 2020–2021 school year between 9th and 12th grade, SE students showed a 15 percentage 
point difference for science, a 19 percentage point difference for social studies, a 21 percentage 
point difference for reading/ELA, a 23 percentage point difference for mathematics, and a 27 
percentage point difference for non-core foundation courses. 

o For the 2020–2021 school year between 9th and 12th grade, homeless students showed a 14 
percentage point difference for science, a 19 percentage point difference for reading/ELA and 
social studies, and a 25 percentage point difference for non-core foundation courses. 

What grades did students earn in the second semester of 2018–2019 as compared to the second 
semesters of 2019–2020 and 2020–2021? 

Figure 4 (p. 14) shows the percentage of all HISD students with all grades earned in the second 
semester of the 2018–2019, 2019–2020, and 2020–2021 school years by grade level category, by 
student gender, by race/ethnicity, and by other special populations. Corresponding data can be found in 
Table 7A in Appendix C (pp. C-1–C-3).  

• Among all students, 79 percent of all grades earned were grades of 75 or above (grades of “A,” “B,” 
or “C”) in 2018–2019 as compared to 76 percent in 2020–2021, a decline of three percentage points. 
Students with grades of 75 or above in grades 1–2 and 3–5 showed increases of seven and six 
percent, respectively, while middle school students showed the largest decline of 18 percentage 
points (83 percent to 65 percent).  

• There was a decrease in the percentage of students with grades of 75 or above from 2018–2019 to 
2020–2021 of five percentage points among female students and two percentage points among male 
students. 

• Hispanic and African American students showed the largest decline in grades of 75 or above (5 
percentage points and four percentage points, respectively) from 2018–2019 to 2020–2021. The 
same percentage of White and Asian students earned grades of 75 or above in 2018–2019 as in 
2020–2021 (90 percent and 93 percent, respectively). Among White and Asian students, the 
percentage of students receiving an “A’ in the second semester of 2020–2021 was higher than the 
percentage of students receiving an “A” in the second semester of 2018–2019. 

• Within other special populations, GT students showed the largest decline in grades of 75 or above 
with a seven percentage-point decrease, while SE students showed no decline from 2018–2019 to 
2020–2021.

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Figure 5A (p. 15) shows the percentage of high school students with all grades earned in the second 
semester of the 2018–2019, 2019–2020, and 2020–2021 school years by grade level. Corresponding 
data can be found in Table 7B in Appendix C, pp. C-4–C-9. 

• Among all high school students, 75 percent of all grades earned were grades of 75 or above (grades 
of “A,” “B,” or “C”) in 2018–2019 as compared to 64 percent in 2020–2021, a decline of 11 percentage 
points. Students with grades of 75 or above in grades 9 and 10 showed double-digit decreases (10 
and 11 percentage points, respectively), while students in grade 11 showed a decrease of five 
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percentage points. Students in grade 12 showed no change in the percentage of students with grades 
of 75 or higher from 2018–2019 to 2020–2021.

• Among female high school students, 80 percent of all grades earned were grades of 75 or above in 

2018–2019 as compared to 69 percent in 2020–2021, a decline of 11 percentage points. Female 
students with grades of 75 or above in grades 9, 10, and 11 showed double digit decreases (11 to 15 
percentage points), while female students in grade 12 showed a decrease of eight percentage points. 

• Among male high school students, 70 percent of all grades earned were grades of 75 or above in 
2018–2019 as compared to 60 percent in 2020–2021, a decline of 10 percentage points. Male 
students with grades of 75 or above in grades 10 and 11 showed double-digit decreases (12 
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percentage points each), while male students in grades 9 and 12 showed a decrease of eight 
percentage points each. 

Figure 5C shows the percentage of high school students with all grades earned in the second semester 
of the 2018–2019, 2019–2020, and 2020–2021 school years by student race/ethnicity. Corresponding 
data can be found in Table 7B in Appendix C (pp. C-4–C-9).

• Among Hispanic and African American high school students, 72 percent of all grades earned were 

grades of 75 or above in 2018–2019 as compared to 61 percent in 2020–2021, a decline of 11 
percentage points. Hispanic students in all grades (9, 10, 11, and 12) and African American students 
in grades 9, 10, and 11 showed double digit decreases (11 to 16 percentage points for Hispanic 
students, 10 to 14 percent for African American students), while African American students in grade 
12 showed a decrease of eight percentage points. 
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• Among White high school students, 85 percent of all grades earned were grades of 75 or above in 
2018–2019 as compared to 82 percent in 2020–2021, a decline of three percentage points. White 
students with grades of 75 or above in grade 9 showed no change (82 percent in both 2018–2019 
and 2020–2021), while white students in grades 10, 11, and 12 showed a decrease of two to five 
percentage points. 

• Among Asian high school students, 93 percent of all grades earned were grades of 75 or above in 
2018–2019 as compared to 88 percent in 2020–2021, a decline of five percentage points. Asian 
students in all grades (9, 10, 11, and 12) showed a decrease of one to seven percentage points. 

Figure 5D shows the percentage of high school students with all grades earned in the second semester 
of the 2018–2019, 2019–2020, and 2020–2021 school years by student special populations.

• Among ED high school students, 71 percent of all grades earned were grades of 75 or above in 
2018–2019 as compared to 60 percent in 2020–2021, a decline of 11 percentage points. ED students 
in all grades (9, 10, 11, and 12) showed double digit decreases (10 to 15 percentage points). 

• Among EL high school students, 65 percent of all grades earned were grades of 75 or above in 
2018–2019 as compared to 52 percent in 2020–2021, a decline of 13 percentage points. EL students 
in grades 10 and 11 showed double digit decreases (14 to 19 percent), while students in grade 9 
showed a nine percentage-point decrease and students in grade 12 showed a 6 percentage-point 
decrease. 

• Among GT high school students, 88 percent of all grades earned were grades of 75 or above in 
2018–2019 as compared to 79 percent in 2020–2021, a decline of nine percentage points. GT 
students in grades 9 and 10 showed double digit decreases (11 to 12 percent), while students in 
grades 11 and 12 showed a nine and an eight percentage-point decrease, respectively. 

• Among SE high school students, 71 percent of all grades earned were grades of 75 or above in 
2018–2019 as compared to 63 percent in 2020–2021, a decline of eight percentage points. SE 
students in grade 11 showed the largest decrease of 13 percentage-points. 

• Among homeless high school students, 67 percent of all grades earned were grades of 75 or above 
in 2018–2019 as compared to 64 percent in 2020–2021, a decline of three percentage points. 
Homeless students in grade 11 showed the largest decrease of six percentage-points. 

What grades did students earn in the second semesters of 2018–2019 and 2019–2020 as 
compared to the second semester of 2020–2021 in core foundation content areas? 

Tables 8A–12B and Figures D-1–D-20(b) in Appendix D (pp. D-1–D-75) show the percentage of all 
HISD students with all grades earned in the second semester of the 2018–2019, 2019–2020, and 2020–
2021 school year for each content area by grade level category and by high school grade, by gender, by 
race/ethnicity, and by special populations.  

Grade Levels Categories 
• The percentage of all HISD students in grades 1–2 with grades of 75 or above increased by one 

percentage point for science, two percentage points for non-core foundation courses, and four 
percentage points for reading/ELA, and a decline of one percentage point for social studies from 
2018–2019 to 2020–2021.  

• For grades 3–5, there was an increase in the percentage of students with grades of 75 or above of 
one percentage point for reading/ELA and four percentage points for non-core foundation courses, 
and a decline of three percentage points for science, four percentage points for mathematics, and six 
percentage points for social studies from 2018–2019 to 2020–2021. 

• For grades 6–8, there was a decline in the percentage of students with grades of 75 or above of 15 
percentage points for mathematics, 17 percentage points for science, social studies, and non-core 
foundation courses, and 22 percentage points for reading/ELA from 2018–2019 to 2020–2021. 

• For grades 9–12, there was a decline in the percentage of students with grades of 75 or above of 
seven percentage points for mathematics, eight percentage points for science, ten percentage points 
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for social studies, and 13 percentage points for reading/ELA and non-core foundation courses from 
2018–2019 to 2020–2021. 

• Among high school students, there was a decline in the percentage of students with grades of 75 or 
above for all grade levels (grade 9, grade 10, grade 11, and grade 12) for all subjects from 2018–
2019 to 2020–2021.  

Gender 
• Among all HISD students, female and male students showed a decline in the percentage of grades of 

75 or higher for all subjects from 2018–2019 to 2020–2021. Although a higher percentage of female 
students earned grades of 75 or above, there was less of a decline among male students for all 
subjects. Female students showed a decline in the percentage of students with grades of 75 or above 
of three percentage points for non-core foundation courses, six percentage points for reading/ELA, 
seven percentage points for mathematics and science, and 11 percentage points for social studies. 
Male students showed a decline in the percentage of students with grades of 75 or above of three 
percentage points for reading/ELA, four percentage points for science, five percentage points for 
mathematics, and nine percentage points for social studies, but showed a one percentage point 
increase for non-core foundation courses. 

• Among high school students, gaps exist between female and male students for all subjects. There 
was a nine percentage point gap for non-core foundation courses, a ten percentage point gap for 
science and social studies, an 11 percentage point gap for mathematics, and a 13 percentage point 
gap for reading/ELA between female and male students in the 2020–2021 school year, with females 
outperforming males in all content areas. 

Race/Ethnicity 
• The largest percentage point decline among all students with grades of 75 or above from 2018–2019 

to 2020–2021 can be seen for Hispanic and African American students for all subject areas. Hispanic 
students showed a five percentage point decline for reading/ELA, a seven percentage point decline 
for science, a nine percentage point decline for mathematics, and an 11 percentage point decline for 
social studies in students with grades of 75 or above from 2018–2019 to 2020–2021. African 
American students showed a six percentage point decline for reading/ELA, a seven percentage point 
decline for science, an eight percentage point decline for mathematics, and a ten percentage point 
decline for social studies in students with grades of 75 or above from 2018–2019 to 2020–2021. 

• The largest percentage point declines among high school students with grades of 75 or above from 
2018–2019 to 2020–2021 can be seen for Hispanic and African American students for all subject 
areas. Hispanic high school students showed a seven percentage point decline for mathematics, an 
11 percentage point decline for science, a 12 percentage point decline for social studies, a 14 
percentage point decline for reading/ELA, and a 15 percentage point decline for non-core foundation 
courses in students with grades of 75 or above from 2018–2019 to 2020–2021. African American high 
school students showed a seven percentage point decline for mathematics and science, an eight 
percentage point decline for social studies, a 13 percentage point decline for non-core foundation 
courses, and 14 percentage point decline for reading/ELA in students with grades of 75 or above from 
2018–2019 to 2020–2021. 
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Special Populations 
• Nearly all special populations showed declines in the percentage of students with grades of 75 or 

above from 2018–2019 to 2020–2021.  

o ED students showed a two percentage point decline for non-core foundation courses, a six 
percentage point decline for reading/ELA, an eight percentage point decline for science, a nine 
percentage point decline for mathematics, and an 11 percentage point decline for social studies. 

o EL students showed a three percentage point decline for reading/ELA, a five percentage point 
decline for science, an eight percentage point decline for mathematics, and an 11 percentage 
point decline for social studies, but showed a five percentage point increase for non-core 
foundation courses. 

o GT students showed a five percentage point decline for non-core foundation courses, a seven 
percentage point decline for reading/ELA, an eight percentage point decline for mathematics and 
science, and a ten percentage point decline for social studies. 

o SE students showed a one percentage point decline for science, a three percentage point decline 
for mathematics, and a six percentage point decline for social studies, but showed a one 
percentage point increase for non-core foundation courses. 

o Homeless students showed a four percentage point decline for reading/ELA and mathematics, a 
five percentage point decline for science, and a seven percentage point decline for social studies, 
but showed a one percentage point increase for non-core foundation courses.  

• Among high school students, nearly all student groups showed declines in the percentage of students 
with grades of 75 or above from 2018–2019 to 2020–2021.  

o ED students showed a nine percentage point decline for mathematics, an 11 percentage point 
decline for science, a 12 percentage point decline for social studies, a 14 percentage point 
decline for reading/ELA, and a 15 percentage point decline for non-core foundation courses. 

o EL students showed a six percentage point decline for mathematics, a ten percentage point 
decline for science, an 11 percentage point decline for social studies, a 13 percentage point 
decline for reading/ELA, and a 15 percentage point decline for non-core foundation courses. 

o GT students showed a six percentage point decline for mathematics, a ten percentage point 
decline for science, an 11 percentage point decline for reading/ELA, social studies, and non-core 
foundation courses. 

o SE students showed a four percentage point decline for mathematics, a five percentage point 
decline for science, an eight percentage point decline for social studies, a nine percentage point 
decline for reading/ELA, and a ten percentage point decline for non-core foundation courses. 

o Homeless students showed a two percentage point decline for mathematics and social studies, a 
five percentage point decline for non-core foundation courses and reading/ELA, but showed a two 
percentage point increase for science courses.  

What percentage of remote and face-to-face students had one or more “F” grades in the second 
semester of SY 2020–2021? 

Figure 6 (p. 21) shows the percentage of face-to-face (F2F) and remote students with “F” grades in the 
2020–2021 second semester by grade level category, by race/ethnicity, and by other special populations 
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for all students for the 2020–2021 school year. Corresponding data can be found in Table 13A in 
Appendix E (p. E-1).

• Among all students, a higher percentage of remote students (41 percent) had one or more “F” grades 

as compared to F2F students (36 percent), a difference of five percentage points. The percentage of 
remote students with one or more “F” grades was one percentage point higher than F2F students for 
grades 1–2 and seven percentage points higher for grades 3–5. The percentage of remote students 
with one or more “F” grades was three percentage points lower than F2F students for grades 6–8 and 
16 percentage points lower for grades 9–12. 

• When separated by gender, a higher percentage of both female and male remote learners had one or 
more “F” grades as compared to F2F students.  
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• Remote learners of all race/ethnicity groups had a higher percentage of “F” grades than F2F learners. 
The percentage of Hispanic remote students who had one or more “F” grades was seven percentage 
points higher than F2F; the percentage of African American remote students was four percentage 
points higher than F2F; the percentage of remote White students was six percentage points higher 
than F2F, and the percentage of Asian remote students was two percent higher than F2F. 

• Remote learners of all special populations except homeless students had a higher percentage of “F” 
grades than F2F learners. The percentage of remote ED students who had one or more “F” grades 
was six percentage points higher than F2F; the percentage of remote EL students was nine 
percentage points higher than F2F, the percentage of remote GT students was six percentage points 
higher than F2F; and the percentage of remote SE students was three percentage points higher than 
F2F. The percentage of F2F homeless students who had one or more “F” grades was two percentage 
points higher than remote learners.  

Figure 7A shows the percentage of F2F and remote high school students with one or more “F” grades in 
the second semester by grade level and by gender for the 2020–2021 school year. Corresponding data 
can be found in Table 13B in Appendix E (pp. E-2–E-3).

• Among all high school students, a higher percentage of F2F students had one or more “F” grades (62 

percent) as compared to remote students (46 percent), a difference of 16 percentage points. There 
were double-digit differences between F2F and remote students at each grade level, with the greatest 
difference between F2F and remote learners in grade 11 (64 percent F2F, 46 percent remote, a 
difference of 18 percentage points). 
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• When separated by gender, a higher percentage of both female (57 percent) and male (66 percent) 
F2F learners had one or more “F” grades as compared to female (41 percent) and male (52 percent) 
remote students, a difference of 16 and 14 percentage points, respectively. Double-digit differences 
between F2F and remote students at each grade level can be seen, with the greatest difference 
between F2F and remote learners in grade 11 for both female and male students (19 percentage 
points for females, 15 percentage points for males). 

Figure 7B shows the percentage of F2F and remote high school students with one or more “F” grades in 
the second semester by grade level and by race/ethnicity for the 2020–2021 school year. Corresponding 
data can be found in Table 13B in Appendix E (pp. E-2–E-3).

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• Among all race/ethnicity groups, a higher percentage of F2F students had one or more “F” grades. 
There were double-digit differences between F2F and remote Hispanic (14 percentage points), 
African American (15 percentage points), and Asian (17 percentage points) students, and a single-
digit difference between F2F and remote White students (nine percentage points).  

Figure 7C shows the percentage of F2F and remote high school students with one or more “F” grades in 
the second semester by grade level and by special populations for the 2020–2021 school year. 
Corresponding data can be found in Table 13B in Appendix E (pp. E-2–E-3).

• Among all special population groups, a higher percentage of F2F students had one or more “F” 

grades. There were double-digit differences between F2F and remote ED (15 percentage points), EL 
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(10 percentage points), GT (13 percentage points), and homeless (13 percentage points) students, 
and a single-digit difference between F2F and remote SE students (nine percentage points).  

What percentage of remote and face-to-face students had one or more “F” grades in the second 
semester of 2020–2021 in core foundation content areas?  

Figure 8 shows the percentage of all students and of high school students with one or more “F” grades in 
the second semester by core foundation content area for F2F and remote students for the 2020–2021 
school year. Corresponding tables (Tables 14A–18B) by core foundation content area can be found in 
Appendix F (pp. F-1–F-35).

• Among all students, the percentage of students with one or more “F” grades in all core content areas 

was two to four percent higher among remote students than F2F students and was eight percentage 
points higher in non-core foundation courses.  

• Among high school students, the percentage of students with one or more “F” grades in all core 
content areas was nine to 11 percent lower among remote students than F2F students and was 13 
percentage points lower in non-core foundation courses.  

Tables 14A–18B and Figures F-1–F-15(c) (Appendix F, pp. F-1–F-40) show the percentage of F2F and 
remote students with one or more “F” grades in the second semester of 2020–2021 for each content area 
by grade level category, by gender, by race/ethnicity, and by special populations for all students and for 
high school students disaggregated by grade.  

Grade Levels Categories 
• The percentage of remote students with one or more “F” grades was higher than the percentage of 

F2F students in grades 1–2 for social studies (one percent) and science and non-core foundation 
courses (two percent). The percentage of remote students with one or more “F” grades was lower 
than the percentage of F2F students in grades 1–2 for reading/ELA (two percent).  
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• The percentage of remote students with one or more “F” grades was higher than the percentage of 
F2F students in grades 3–5 for social studies (three percent), mathematics and non-core foundation 
courses (four percent), and reading/ELA and science (five percent). 

• The percentage of remote students with one or more “F” grades was higher than the percentage of 
F2F students in grades 6–8 for non-core foundation courses (three percent). The percentage of 
remote students with one or more “F” grades was lower than the percentage of F2F students in 
grades 6–8 for social studies (one percent) and science (two percent).  

• The percentage of remote students with one or more “F” grades was lower than the percentage of 
F2F students in grades 9–12 for reading/ELA (nine percent), social studies (ten percent), 
mathematics and science (11 percent), and non-core foundation courses (13 percent).  

• Among high school students, F2F students in grades 10, 11, and 12 had a higher percentage (ten or 
more percent) of students with one or more “F” grades than remote students for all subjects.  

Gender 
• Among all HISD students, there were smaller differences between F2F and remote female students 

with one or more “F” grades than between F2F and remote male students with one or more “F” 
grades for all subjects. The percentage of F2F female students who had one or more “F” grades was 
two percentage points lower for reading/ELA and mathematics, three percentage points lower for 
social studies, four percentage points lower for science, and seven percentage points lower for non-
core foundation courses than remote female students. The percentage of F2F male students who had 
one or more “F” grades was four percentage points lower for reading/ELA and math, five percentage 
points lower for science and social studies, and nine percentage points lower for non-core foundation 
courses than remote male students. 

• Among high school students, a higher percentage of both female and male F2F students had one or 
more “F” grades as compared to remote students. F2F female high school students with one or more 
“F” grades was ten percentage points higher for reading/ELA, mathematics, and social studies, 11 
percentage points higher for science, and 14 percentage points higher for non-core foundation 
courses than remote female high school students. F2F male high school students with one or more 
“F” grades was eight percentage points higher for mathematics, science, and social studies, nine 
percentage points higher for reading/ELA, and ten percentage points higher for non-core foundation 
courses than remote male high school students. 

Race/Ethnicity 
• Remote learners of all race/ethnicity groups had a higher percentage of “F” grades than F2F learners 

for all subject areas.  

o The percentage of Hispanic remote students who had one or more “F” grades was three 
percentage points higher for reading/ELA, four percentage points higher for mathematics, five 
percentage points higher for science and social studies, and nine percentage points higher for 
non-core foundation courses than for Hispanic F2F students.  

o The percentage of African American remote students who had one or more “F” grades was two 
percentage points higher for reading/ELA and mathematics, four percentage points higher for 
science and social studies, and eight percentage points higher for non-core foundation courses 
than for African American F2F students.  
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o The percentage of White remote students who had one or more “F” grades was three percentage 
points higher for reading/ELA, mathematics, and science, four percentage points higher for social 
studies, and five percentage points higher for non-core foundation courses than for White F2F 
students.  

o The percentage of Asian remote students who had one or more “F” grades was one percentage 
point higher for science and social studies and two percentage points higher for non-core 
foundation courses than for Asian remote students.  

• Among high school students, remote learners of all race/ethnicity groups had a lower percentage of 
“F” grades than F2F learners for all subject areas.  

o The percentage of Hispanic high school remote students who had one or more “F” grades was 
eight percentage points lower for social studies and nine percentage points lower for 
reading/ELA, mathematics, science, and non-core foundation courses than for Hispanic high 
school F2F students.  

o The percentage of African American high school remote students who had one or more “F” 
grades was three percentage points lower for non-core foundation courses, nine percentage 
points lower for science, ten percentage points lower for reading/ELA and social studies, and 12 
percentage points lower for mathematics than for African American high school F2F students.  

o The percentage of White high school remote students who had one or more “F” grades was three 
percentage points lower for reading/ELA, five percentage points lower for science and social 
studies, six percentage points lower for mathematics, and seven percentage points lower for non-
core foundation course than for White high school F2F students.  

o The percentage of Asian high school remote students who had one or more “F” grades was 
seven percentage points lower for mathematics, eight percentage points lower for science and 
non-core foundation courses, nine percentage points lower for social studies, and ten percentage 
points lower for reading/ELA than for Asian high school F2F students. 

Special Populations 
• Remote learners of all special populations except homeless students had a higher percentage of 

students with one or more “F” grades than F2F learners for all subject areas.  

o The percentage of ED remote students who had one or more “F” grades was two percentage 
points higher for reading/ELA, four percentage points higher for math and social studies, five 
percentage points higher for science, and nine percentage points higher for non-core foundation 
courses than for ED F2F students. 

o The percentage of EL remote students who had one or more “F” grades was five percentage 
points higher for mathematics, six percentage points higher for reading/ELA and social studies, 
seven percentage points higher for science, and 11 percentage points higher for non-core 
foundation courses than for EL F2F students. 

o The percentage of GT remote students who had one or more “F” grades was two percentage 
points higher for reading/ELA, science, and social studies, three percentage points higher for 
mathematics, and four percentage points higher for non-core foundation courses than for GT F2F 
students. 
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o The percentage of SE remote students who had one or more “F” grades was one percentage 
point higher for mathematics, three percentage points higher for social studies, four percentage 
points higher for science, and eight percentage points higher for non-core foundation courses 
than for SE F2F students. 

o The percentage of homeless remote students who had one or more “F” grades was one 
percentage point higher for mathematics, eight percentage points higher for non-core foundation 
courses, one percentage point lower for science, and two percentage points lower for 
reading/ELA than for homeless F2F students. 

• Among high school students, remote learners of all special populations had a lower percentage of “F” 
grades than F2F learners for all subject areas.  

o The percentage of ED high school remote students who had one or more “F” grades was nine 
percentage points lower for social studies, ten percentage points lower for reading/ELA, 
mathematics, and science, and 12 percentage points lower for non-core foundation courses than 
for ED high school F2F students.  

o The percentage of EL high school remote students who had one or more “F” grades was six 
percentage points lower for reading/ELA, science, and social studies, seven percentage points 
lower for non-core foundation courses, and eight percentage points lower for mathematics than 
for EL high school F2F students. 

o The percentage of GT high school remote students who had one or more “F” grades was six 
percentage points lower for science, seven percentage points lower for reading/ELA, 
mathematics, and social studies, and ten percentage points lower for non-core foundation 
courses than for GT high school F2F students. 

o The percentage of SE high school remote students who had one or more “F” grades was five 
percentage points lower for reading/ELA, six percentage points lower for mathematics and 
science, and seven percentage points lower for social studies and non-core foundation courses 
than for SE high school F2F students. 

o The percentage of homeless high school remote students who had one or more “F” grades was 
five percentage points lower for reading/ELA and non-core foundation courses, eight percentage 
points lower for mathematics and social studies, and ten percentage points lower for science than 
for homeless high school F2F students. 

What grades did remote students earn in the second semester of 2020–2021 as compared to face-
to-face students? 

Figure 9 (p. 29) shows the percentage of all students and of high school students separated by grade 
level with all grades earned in the second semester for F2F and remote students. Corresponding data 
can be found in Table 19A and 19B in Appendix G (pp. G-2–G-3 and G-7–G-10).  
 
• The percentage of students with grades of 75 or above (grades of “A,” “B,” or “C”) was four 

percentage points higher for F2F students (88 percent) than for remote students (84 percent) in 
grades 3–5 and was not different for students in grades 6–8 (65 percent for both groups). However, 
the percentage of students with grades of 75 or above was one percentage point lower for F2F 
students than remote students in grades 1–2, and 10 percentage points lower for F2F students than 
for remote students in grades 9–12.

• Figure G-1 (Appendix G, p. G-1) shows that for almost all groups examined, F2F students had a 
higher percentage of students with grades of 75 or above than remote students. The exceptions were 
among Asian and homeless students where there were no differences between F2F or remote 
students. 

• Figures G-2(a), G-2(b), and G-2(c) (Appendix G, pp. G-4–G-6) show that for high school students for 
all groups examined, F2F students had a lower percentage of students with grades of 75 or above 
than remote students.  

What grades did remote students earn in the second semester of 2020–2021 as compared to face-
to-face students in core foundation content areas? 

Tables 20A–24B and Figures H-1–H-15(b) in Appendix H (pp. H-1–H-55) show the percentage of all 
students and of high school students with all grades earned in the second semester by core foundation 
content area for F2F and remote students for the 2020–2021 school year by grade level category and by 
high school grade, by gender, by race/ethnicity, and by special populations.  
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Grade Levels Categories 
• The percentage of remote students in grades 1–2 with grades of 75 or above was one percentage 

point lower for science and non-core foundation courses. The percentage of remote students in 
grades 1–2 with grades of 75 or above was two percentage points higher for reading/ELA and three 
percentage points higher for mathematics than the percentage of F2F students in grades 1–2. 

• The percentage of remote students in grades 3–5 with grades of 75 or above was two percentage 
points lower for non-core foundation courses, four percentage points lower for reading/ELA, and 
social studies, and five percentage points lower for mathematics and science than the percentage of 
F2F students in grades 3–5. 

• The percentage of remote students in grades 6–8 with grades of 75 or above was one percentage 
point lower for reading/ELA and three percentage points lower for non-core foundation courses than 
the percentage of F2F students in grades 6–8. The percentage of remote students in grades 6–8 with 
grades of 75 or above was one percentage point higher for mathematics and three percentage points 
higher for science and social studies than the percentage of F2F students in grades 6–8. 

• The percentage of remote students in grades 9–12 with grades of 75 or above was seven percentage 
points higher for non-core foundation courses, nine percentage points higher for reading/ELA, and 
twelve percentage points higher for mathematics, science, and social studies than the percentage of 
F2F students in grades 9–12. 

• Among high school students, remote students in all grades (9, 10, 11, and 12) had a higher 
percentage of students with grades of 75 or above than remote students for all subjects. For 
mathematics, science, and social studies, remote students in grades 10, 11, and 12 had a higher 
percentage (by ten or more percentage points) of students with grades of 75 or above than F2F 
students. 

Gender 
• The percentage of remote female students with grades of 75 or above was one percentage point 

lower for mathematics, two percentage points lower for social studies, four percentage points lower 
for reading/ELA and science, and seven percentage points lower for non-core foundation courses 
than the percentage of F2F female students. The percentage of remote male students with grades of 
75 or above was three percentage points lower for mathematics, four percentage points lower for 
reading/ELA and social studies, five percentage points lower for science, and eight percentage points 
lower for non-core foundation courses than the percentage of F2F male students. 

• Among high school students, female and male remote students had a higher percentage of students 
with grades of 75 or above than female and male remote students for all subjects. Ten to 13 percent 
more female remote students had grades of 75 or above than female F2F students for reading/ELA, 
mathematics, science, and social studies, and ten percent more male remote students had grades of 
75 or above than male F2F students for mathematics, science, and social studies. 

Race/Ethnicity 
• Remote learners of most race/ethnicity groups had a lower percentage of students with grades of 75 

or above than F2F learners for most subject areas.  
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o The percentage of Hispanic remote students who had grades of 75 or above was two percentage 
points lower for mathematics, four percentage points lower for reading/ELA and social studies, 
five percentage points lower for science, and eight percentage points lower for non-core 
foundation courses than for Hispanic F2F students.  

o The percentage of African American remote students who had grades of 75 or above was one 
percentage points lower for mathematics, two percentage points lower for social studies, four 
percentage points lower for reading/ELA and science, and five percentage points lower for non-
core foundation courses than for African American F2F students.  

o The percentage of White remote students who had grades of 75 or above was six percentage 
points lower for science and social studies, seven percentage points lower for mathematics and 
non-core foundation courses, and nine percentage points lower for reading/ELA than for White 
F2F students.  

o The percentage of Asian remote students who had grades of 75 or above was two percentage 
points lower for non-core foundation courses, one percentage point higher for reading/ELA, and 
two percentage points higher for mathematics than for Asian remote students.  

• Among high school students, remote learners of all race/ethnicity groups had a lower percentage of 
students with grades of 75 or above than F2F learners for all subject areas.  

o The percentage of Hispanic high school remote students who had grades of 75 or above was 
seven percentage points higher for non-core foundation courses, eight percentage points higher 
for reading/ELA, ten percentage points higher for mathematics and social studies, and 11 
percentage points higher for science, than for Hispanic high school F2F students.  

o The percentage of African American high school remote students who had grades of 75 or above 
was eight percentage points higher for non-core foundation courses, nine percentage points 
higher for reading/ELA, and 13 percentage points higher for mathematics, science, and social 
studies than for African American high school F2F students.  

o The percentage of White high school remote students who had grades of 75 or above was one 
percentage points higher for non-core foundation courses, four percentage points higher for 
social studies, five percentage points higher for mathematics, and seven percentage points 
higher for science than for White high school F2F students.  

o The percentage of Asian high school remote students who had grades of 75 or above was nine 
percentage points higher for non-core foundation courses, ten percentage points higher for 
reading/ELA 12 percentage points higher for mathematics, 13 percentage points higher for social 
studies, and14 percentage points higher for science than for Asian high school F2F students. 

Special Populations 
• With few exceptions, remote learners of all special populations had a lower percentage of students 

with grades of 75 or above than F2F learners for all subject areas.  

o The percentage of ED remote students who had grades of 75 or above was two percentage 
points lower for math, three percentage points lower for reading/ELA and social studies, five 
percentage points lower for science, and seven percentage points lower for non-core foundation 
courses than for ED F2F students. 
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o The percentage of EL remote students who had grades of 75 or above was three percentage 
points lower for reading/ELA, four percentage points lower for mathematics, five percentage 
points lower for social studies, seven percentage points lower for science, and nine percentage 
points lower for non-core foundation courses than for EL F2F students. 

o The percentage of GT remote students who had grades of 75 or above was three percentage 
points lower for social studies, four percentage points lower for reading/ELA, mathematics, and 
non-core foundation courses, and five percentage points lower for science than for GT F2F 
students. 

o The percentage of SE remote students who had grades of 75 or higher was one percentage 
points lower for reading/ELA, four percentage points lower for science, seven percentage points 
lower for non-core foundation courses, and two percentage points higher for mathematics than for 
SE F2F students. 

o The percentage of homeless remote students who had grades of 75 or above was five 
percentage points lower for non-core foundation courses, one percentage points higher for 
reading/ELA and mathematics, and four percentage points higher for science and social studies 
than for homeless F2F students. 

• Among high school students, remote learners of all special populations had a higher percentage of 
students with grades of 75 or above than F2F learners for all subject areas.  

o The percentage of ED high school remote students who had grades of 75 or above was seven 
percentage points higher for non-core foundation courses, ten percentage points higher for 
reading/ELA, 11 percentage points higher for mathematics and social studies, and 12 percentage 
points higher for science than for ED high school F2F students.  

o The percentage of EL high school remote students who had grades of 75 or above was four 
percentage points higher for non-core foundation courses, five percentage points higher for 
reading/ELA, seven percentage points higher for social studies, and eight percentage points 
higher for mathematics and science than for EL high school F2F students. 

o The percentage of GT high school remote students who had grades of 75 or above was four 
percentage points higher for non-core foundation courses, nine percentage points higher for 
reading/ELA and science, and ten percentage points higher for mathematics and social studies 
than for GT high school F2F students. 

o The percentage of SE high school remote students who had grades of 75 or above was three 
percentage points higher for non-core foundation courses, six percentage points higher for 
reading/ELA and mathematics, seven percentage points higher for science, and eight percentage 
points higher for social studies than for SE high school F2F students. 

o The percentage of homeless high school remote students who had grades of 75 or above was 
five percentage points higher for non-core foundation courses, seven percentage points higher for 
mathematics, eight percentage points higher for reading/ELA, 12 percentage points higher for 
social studies, and 13 percentage points higher for science than for homeless high school F2F 
students. 
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Conclusion 

By documenting changes in student grades, this report demonstrates one important way the COVID-19 
pandemic has impacted Houston ISD students. Most notably, the percentage of all students with one or 
more “F” grades for the second semester increased from 25 percent in the 2018–2019 school year to 39 
percent in the 2020–2021 school year. This increase in course failures has significant implications for 
staffing, student scheduling, on-time graduation, and remediation programs. The increase in course 
failures, however, is not evenly distributed across the student population. Differences can be seen by 
grade level, where students in grades 6–8 had a much higher increase in the percentage of students with 
one or more “F” grades than students in other grade levels. Differences can also be seen by 
race/ethnicity, where Hispanic and African American students had a much higher percentage of students 
with one or more “F” grades in each of the three school years examined than White and Asian students.  
 
Although some exceptions can be seen, high school students typically show improved performance as 
they progress through school toward graduation, with 9th and 10th grade students having a higher 
percentage of students with one or more “F” grades and a lower percentage of students with grades of 75 
or above than 11th and 12th grade students. This holds true regardless of gender, race/ethnicity, or other 
special population status, and regardless of course content area.  
 
Personal anecdotes have been published by various news outlets detailing the lower performance of 
individual high school students who remained virtual in the 2020–2021 school year, and the Texas 
Education Agency2 has reported on the poor performance of students who were virtual learners. 
However, as demonstrated by the data included in this report, high school students who completed the 
2020–2021 school year remotely are more likely to have received fewer “F” grades and more grades of 
75 or higher. This finding can be seen for all high school students, regardless of gender, race/ethnicity, or 
special populations, including homeless, ED, and EL students. This merits further exploration as to the 
reasons for this finding at the high school level, but not at the elementary and to a lesser degree, middle 
school levels. This discrepancy may be due to an inherent environmental issue at the high school level 
that is system wide. It is concerning that HISD high school students who were not on campus receiving 
F2F instruction performed better, and in most cases, much better, than high school students who were on 
campus. With the return to 100% F2F instruction for all students for the 2021–2022 school year, it is 
imperative that the root causes for lower performance of F2F high school students be investigated and 
resolved. 
 
As the district moves toward more typical school operations in the 2021–2022 school year, monitoring 
student grades with reports like this one should continue. Other topics that merit further exploration 
include: 
 
• Comparisons of grades earned in courses and STAAR and STAAR-EOC performance; 

• Grade distributions in critical courses like 3rd grade reading, Algebra I, and English II; 

• Grade distributions across campuses with particular attention to campuses with high failure rates; and 

• Underlying reasons for course failures (e.g., excessive absences, failure to complete assignments).
