SUBJECT: TITLE I, PART A PARENT AND FAMILY ENGAGEMENT, 2019-2020

Attached is a copy of the Title |, Part A Parent and Family Engagement Report for 2019-2020.
This report describes the level of parent and family engagement coded in Chancery SIS at Title
| schools within the Houston Independent School District for the 2017-2018, 2018-2019, and
2019-2020 academic yeatrs.

Key findings include:

e Data obtained from PEIMS revealed that 191,257 students who received Title | status codes
‘6’ and ‘7’ were enrolled in HISD by the October 25, 2019 snapshot.

¢ Districtwide, the overall parent and family engagement rate increased by 5.0 percentage
points from 48.6 percent in 2017-2018 to 53.6 percent by the end of the 2019-2020
academic year. Increases in the district’'s overall engagement rate positively correlate with
increases in engagement rates among parents of students identified as either Black or
African American (from 39.4% to 46.4%) or Hispanic (50.5% to 54.9%).

e Parents and family members of students identified as White have had the highest
engagement rates for the past three academic years.

¢ Data regarding vulnerable student populations revealed that parents and family members of
students identified as either Black or African American, Economically Disadvantaged,
Homeless, Immigrant, Migrant, or eligible for Special Education services had overall
engagement rates that fell below the district average for three consecutive years. Black or
African American families had the lowest overall engagement rates compared to other
families of vulnerable student populations.

e Regardless of academic year, school office association, or vulnerable student population
status, parents and families were more likely to participate in Conferences than other
engagement opportunities offered by their child’s Title | campus.

e The North and West Schools Offices had overall engagement rates that exceeded the
district average for three consecutive years. Conversely, the South and Achieve 180
Schools Offices overall engagement rates fell below the district average for the past three
years.

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The Title I, Part A program legislation included in the Every Student Succeeds Act of 2015 (ESSA) is a
formula grant program that provides supplemental funding to state and local education agencies (LEAS)
with high numbers or high percentages of children from low-income families (Houston Independent
School District [HISD], 2017). Resources provided by the Title I, Part A program are used to ensure that
all children receive a fair, equitable, and high-quality education to successfully meet State standards
and assessments. For the 2019-2020 academic year, the Houston Independent School District (HISD)
received Title I, Part A funds to supplement instructional programs at 254 campuses, implemented on
either a schoolwide (n = 251) or targeted assistance (n = 3) basis.

The HISD Department of External Funding diligently monitors campuses that receive Title |, Part A
funds to ensure that they are in compliance with statutes detailed in ESSA, to include those concerning
parent and family engagement. Information collected by Title | schools include the following six types of
engagement activities for which parents and family members may have participated in during the 2019—
2020 academic year: Conference, Education and Training, Family Literacy, Parent Literacy, Planning, and
Volunteer (see Appendix A, Figure A-1, p. 16). Staff at each Title | campus are also required to document
the number of school-parent compacts that are disseminated to parents and family members. The school-
parent compact is part of the school-level parent and family engagement policy described in section
1116(b) of ESSA (see Appendix B, p. 20). Section 1116(d) of ESSA states that schools are required to
‘jointly develop with parents...a school compact that outlines how parents, [school staff], and students will
share the responsibility for improved student academic achievement and the means by which the school
and parents will...[partner] to help children achieve the State’s high standards’ (Appendix B, p. 21).

The purpose of this evaluation report is to fulfill requirements detailed in ESSA Public Law 114-95, SEC.
1116 [20 U.S.C. 6318] PARENT AND FAMILY ENGAGEMENT. Please refer to Appendix B (pp. 18-22)
of this report to review ESSA, SEC. 1116 in its entirety. Specifically, this report primarily evaluates parents’
and family members’ engagement occurring across HISD Title | campuses during the 2019-2020
academic year.

e The enrollment count of HISD Title | students at Title I-funded schools by the end of the 2019-2020
academic year was 190,707; an increase from the student enrollment count of 189,709 computed
for the 2018-2019 academic year (please refer to the Methods section [pp. 5-7] of this report for
more details).

e Districtwide, results indicate that the overall parent and family engagement rate increased by 5.0
percentage points from 48.6 percent in 2017-2018 to 53.6 percent by the end of the 2019-2020
academic year. Increases in the district’s overall engagement rate positively correlate with increases
in engagement rates among parents of students identified as either Black or African American or
Hispanic. Both Black or African American families’ and Hispanic families’ engagement rates
increased by 7.0 percentage points and 4.4 percentage points over the past three years,
respectively.

TITLE I, PART A PARENT AND FAMILY ENGAGEMENT, 2019-2020

Parents and family members of students identified as White have had the highest engagement
rates for the past three academic years, while Black or African American parents and families have
had the lowest overall engagement rates.

The following families of vulnerable student populations had engagement rates that fell below the
district average for the past three years: Black or African American, Economically Disadvantaged,
Homeless, Immigrant, Migrant, and SPED.

Excluding the dissemination of Individual/School Compacts (I/S Compact), the highest engagement
rates for the past three years occurred in the Conference category, with about one-third to 37.2
percent of parents on average participating during the 2017-2018, 2018-2019, and 2019-2020
academic years. With respect to families of students enrolled at campuses of the North Schools
Office, this proportion approaches one-half (49.0%) by the end of the 2019-2020 academic year.

Less than 17.0 percent of parents and family members were reported to have participated in the
following engagement activities for three consecutive years: Family Literacy, Parent Literacy,
Planning, and Volunteer.

The overall engagement rates for both the North and West Schools Offices exceeded the district
average for three consecutive years. In contrast, overall engagement rates for both the South and
Achieve 180 Schools Offices fell below the district average for the past three years.

The North Schools Office exceeded the district rate in five of the seven engagement categories for
three consecutive years: Conference, Education and Training, Family Literacy, Parent Literacy, and
Volunteer. In contrast, engagement rates reported for the Achieve 180 Schools Office fell below
district averages in the following four of seven engagement categories over the last three years: I/S
Compact, Education and Training, Family Literacy, and Planning.

Fourteen HISD Title | campuses reported an overall engagement rate of at least 90.0 percent from
2017-2018 to 2019-2020. In contrast, 68 Title | campuses reported overall engagement rates that
fell below district averages. Twenty-four campuses had overall engagement rates that did not exceed
25.0 percent for three consecutive years.

Failure to consistently update information coded into the Chancery Student Information System
(Chancery SIS) impacted the results of engagement rates presented in this evaluation. The

Department of External Funding should continue to provide training to both Title | administrators and
contact persons regarding accurate coding of data reported in the state and district databases. This
will be particularly important as the district transitions from the Chancery SIS to the PowerSchool
platform for the 2020-2021 academic year. Observations of low numbers in engagement rates may
also be an indication that these campuses need support with the implementation of engagement
activities, to include the dissemination of school compacts. The Department of External Funding
may consider collaborating with school support officers to assist school administrators and staff with
the latter concerns.

Regarding the persistently low engagement rates in Family Literacy, Parent Literacy, Planning, and
Volunteer activities, the Department of Research and Accountability encourages the Department of
External Funding to consider: (a) setting benchmarks for each respective engagement category
coded in the district's database platform, and (b) collaborating with administrators of schools offices
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that have had success in exceeding district averages in various engagement activities. Benchmarks
with specific (percentage/rate) expectations will allow the External Funding Department to set annual
goals for improvement in respective categories, particularly among the 24 HISD Title | campuses
that fell below 25.0 percent in overall engagement for three consecutive years.

Engagement categories included in Chancery SIS continue to focus on parent and family
engagement within the school environment. Little information is collected on engagement outside of
the school, to include parent-student engagement in the home. The departments of External
Funding, Research and Accountability, Wraparound Services, and Family and Community
Engagement (FACE) are encouraged to collaborate with one another, as well as with school staff
and parents, to re-examine current models and principles that guide programs, practices, and the
evaluation of parent and family engagement occurring across the district. These departments are
also encouraged to consider alternative means to measure parent and family engagement outside
of school walls. Adapting how HISD measures dimensions of engagement is critical as the district
continues to: (a) have vulnerable populations who chronically experience low engagement in
opportunities offered by the district, (b) adjust to providing PreK-12 students instruction (to include
special education and outreach programming and services) in the virtual environment, and (c)
experience unexpected disruptions to face-to-face instruction during the ongoing, global COVID-19
pandemic. HISD has made strides to adapt both training and outreach to staff and parents in the
virtual environment. The Research and Accountability Department encourages the External Funding
Department to continue to broaden these efforts to fully assess parent and family engagement.

HISD Research and Accountability
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The Title I, Part A program (Title 1) is legislation included in the Every Student Succeeds Act of 2015
(ESSA), the latest reauthorization of the Elementary and Secondary Education Act of 1965 (ESEA). Title
I, Part A was designed to ensure that all children have a fair, equal, and significant opportunity to obtain
a high-quality education and achieve, at a minimum, proficiency on challenging state academic
achievement standards and assessments. The program’s goal is accomplished by providing
supplemental funding for educational programs to Title I, Part A schools, which have high percentages
of students living in poverty.

Title | programs are implemented on either a schoolwide or targeted assistance basis. A schoolwide
program permits a school with at least 40 percent of its students from families at or below the federal
poverty threshold to use Title | funds and other federal education program funds and resources to
supplement the educational program of the entire school in order to raise academic achievement for all
enrolled students. In contrast, Title | schools that either have less than 40 percent of its students from
families at or below the federal poverty threshold, or that choose not to operate a school-wide program,
offer a "targeted assistance program" for students identified as failing, or most at risk of failing, to meet
the State's challenging academic achievement standards. In the 2019-2020 academic year, the majority
of HISD Title | campuses implemented schoolwide programs (n =251). Condit Elementary School, Lovett
Elementary School, and Pin Oak Middle School were the only three HISD Title | campuses that
implemented targeted assistance programs

ESSA requires at least one percent of Title | funds allocated to Local Education Agencies (LEAS) be
used to support provisions regarding parent and family engagement (National Conference of State
Legislatures [NCSL], 2016). Parent engagement can be defined generally as parental participation in
children’s educational experiences (Jeynes, 2005). Types of parent engagement experiences may
include: parents reading with their children at home; higher parental expectations for their child’'s
academic achievement; parent-child communication; parents’ and family members’ attendance and
participation in school activities; and collaborating with the community in order to improve educational
opportunities for students (Jeynes, 2007; Wilder, 2014). Provisions included in Section 1116(d) of Title
I, Part A under ESSA stress the importance of shared accountability among parents, the entire school
staff, and students to improve academic achievement. These provisions include: expanded public school
choice, a broader range of supplemental educational services for eligible children in low-performing
schools, local development of parental engagement plans with sufficient flexibility to address local needs,
and building parents’ capacity for using effective practices to improve their own children’s academic
achievement (United States Department of Education [ED], 2004). The program affords parents and
designated family members the opportunity to be informed at all levels of implementation.

The purpose of this evaluation report is to fulfill the requirements detailed in Public Law 114-95, SEC.
1116. [20 U.S.C. 6318] PARENT AND FAMILY ENGAGEMENT of ESSA. This evaluation describes
parent and family engagement reported for HISD Title | schools during the 2017-2018, 2018-2019, and
2019-2020 academic years. In the 2019-2020 school year, dissemination of HISD's annual Title I, Part
A Parent and Family Engagement Survey was canceled as a result of the impact of the COVID-19 crisis.
As such, some metrics that were historically used to report parent and family engagement were
unavailable for this evaluation study. The research questions that guided this evaluation included:

1. What were the counts and percentages of HISD Title | students enrolled at Title | campuses during
the 2019-2020 academic year based on student race and ethnicity characteristics?

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2. What differences in overall engagement rates were observed among parents and family members of
enrolled HISD Title | students based on academic year, student demographic characteristics, and
Title | campus?

3. What differences in engagement rates were observed among parents and family members of HISD
Title | students based on academic year, school office, engagement category, and Title | campus?

Multiple data sources were used during the evaluation process. Snapshot student enroliment data
for the 2017-2018, 2018-2019, and 2019-2020 academic years were retrieved from the Public
Education Information Management System (PEIMS). PEIMS is a statewide data collection and
reporting system operated by the Texas Education Agency (TEA) which includes information on
students enrolled in Texas public schools on the last Friday of October of each year. Cumulative
student enrollment and parent and family engagement data were also collected for the last three
school years from the HISD Chancery Student Information System (Chancery SIS). Chancery SIS
is a dynamic platform that is supported to capture both snapshot and cumulative data.

Verification of the HISD Title | campus and student counts for the 2017-2018, 2018-2019, and
2019-2020 academic years was accomplished by obtaining both the Campus Information List (CIL)
from the HISD Sharepoint site and the HISD Title |, Part A Campus Lists provided by the HISD
External Funding Department (see Appendix C, pp. 23-28). For the 2019-2020 school year,
verification of the school count indicated that there were 254 Title I-funded HISD campuses. Pin Oak
Middle School was the only new Title I-funded school identified in 2019-2020. Most Title | schools
(251 of 254) implemented schoolwide programs in 2019—2020. Condit Elementary School, Lovett
Elementary School, and Pin Oak Middle School were the only HISD Title I campuses that
implemented targeted assistance programs.

Cumulative student enroliment data collected in Chancery SIS for this report corresponded with
cumulative parent and family engagement data that was coded throughout each school year by Title
| school staff. Specifically, Title | staff coded parent and family engagement data for the following
eight categories: Individual Compact, School Compact, Conference, Education and Training, Family
Literacy, Parent Literacy, Planning, and Volunteer. The Individual Compact and School Compact
variables refer to school compacts that were disseminated by the 254 Title I-funded campuses to
parents and families of students supported by either targeted assistance programs or schoolwide
programs, respectively. The Individual Compact and School Compact variables were merged into
one variable (Individual/School [I/S]) for this evaluation. Appendix A also shows examples of parent
and family engagement activities that may have been held at HISD Title | campuses (Appendix A,
Figure A-2, p. 17). An end-of-year file was obtained from Chancery SIS to determine the number of
students whose parents were involved in these activities throughout the school year. However, data
entered into Chancery SIS did not indicate the extent of parent and family member engagement
(i.e., number of activities) within an activity area.

Student enroliment obtained from PEIMS revealed that 210,061 students enrolled in HISD by the
Fall snapshot (October 25, 2019). Filters based on average daily attendance (ADA; criterion greater
than zero) and Title | participation (Title | status codes ‘6’ and ‘7’) reduced the enroliment count to
191,283. Although homeless students are also supported by Title I-funds, the scope of this report is
limited to examining the outcomes of Title | students who were identified as participants in
schoolwide and targeted assistance programs (Title | status codes ‘6’ and ‘7', respectively).

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Exclusion of homeless students who received Title | status code ‘9’ (n = 26) reduced the final Title |
student enrollment count recorded in PEIMS to 191,257.

Likewise, the 234,372 cumulative student enrolliment count recorded in Chancery SIS as of June
30, 2020 was reduced to 232,354 after filtering out students who were not identified to receive Title
| targeted assistance services at Condit Elementary School, Lovett Elementary School, and Pin Oak
Middle Schools (Title I status code ‘7’). Combining both the revised PEIMS and Chancery SIS
datasets with the HISD Campus Information List (254 Title-l funded campuses) reduced the final
enrollment count to 190,707.

In order to conduct year-by-year comparisons, district-level results for the 2017-2018 through 2018—
2019 academic years were re-calculated to include demographic characteristics data that were not
included in previous reports. Counts reflect Title | HISD students whose names appeared in both
the PEIMS and Chancery SIS datasets by the end of respective school years. Both analytic methods
in count selection and data merge were aligned across respective databases to ensure consistency
in computed statistics. Final enrollment counts rendered for 2017-2018 and 2018-2019 were
195,042 and 189,709, respectively.

Microsoft Access, Excel, and IBM SPSS were used to compute parent and family engagement rates
included in this report. Parent and family member engagement rates by year, school office, and Title
| campus were calculated using the number of students whose parents or family members
participated in at least one activity, divided by student enrollment at respective Title |
campuses. A three-year comparison of overall engagement rates for each campus can be found in
Appendix D, pp. 29-34. Engagement rates by school office and school year can be found in
Appendix E (p. 35-36) of this report. Engagement rates by Title | campus during the 2019-2020
academic year are shown in Appendix F (pp. 37-297). Appendix G (p. 298) shows participation
rates by engagement category and student race and ethnicity for the 2019-2020 academic year.

Frequency counts and percentages were used to compute overall engagement rates among parents
and families of students identified as members of the following vulnerable populations: English
Learners (code ‘1), eligible for Special Education services (SPED, code ‘1’), Homeless (codes ‘1’ to
‘4"), Economically Disadvantaged (codes ‘1’, ‘2’, and ‘99’), Migrant (code ‘1’), Immigrant (code ‘1"),
and students at risk of academic failure (code ‘1’). The term vulnerable populations in this report
refers to groups of individuals who experience greater barriers to engagement as identified by ESSA.
Ethnic minorities (i.e., individuals who do not identify as White) are also considered as vulnerable
populations in this report.

The PEIMS snapshot data reported to the Texas Education Agency (TEA) served as the basis for
determining student enrollment counts and associated parent and family engagement data included
in this report. As such, the statistics included in this report do not reflect the cumulative counts of
HISD students supported by Title I, Part A funds throughout the school year. Cumulative parent and
family engagement data were limited to reflecting only families of students who were enrolled on the
last Friday in October for the 2017-2018, 2018-2019, and 2019-2020 school years.

Families’ participation in engagement activities was documented into Chancery SIS at the campus-
level. It is unknown as to how often each campus updated student and engagement data on a day-
to-day basis. To assist Title-I campuses with interpreting the data entered in Chancery SIS, the HISD
Research and Accountability Department provided monthly interim reports throughout the academic
year that reflected the most current information available based on data extraction dates requested
by the External Funding Department.

HISD Research and Accountability 6
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ESSA indicates that the evaluation should pay ‘particular attention to parents [and family members]
who are economically disadvantaged, are disabled, have limited English proficiency, have limited
literacy, or are of any racial or ethnic minority background’ (Appendix B, p. 18). Historically,
information about these populations were captured on the annual HISD Title |, Part A Parent and
Family Engagement Survey in the Spring of each academic year. However, due to the COVID-19
crisis that emerged in March 2020, dissemination of the annual survey was cancelled for the 2019—-
2020 school year. Inclusion of analyses regarding families of vulnerable student populations were
implemented as an alternative to capture their engagement experiences for this report.

Results

What were the counts and percentages of HISD Title | students enrolled at Title | campuses during
the 2019-2020 academic year based on student race and ethnicity characteristics?

Unduplicated data retrieved from the PEIMS and Chancery SIS databases identified 190,707 Title |
students were enrolled in HISD Title | campuses during the 2019-2020 academic year.

Figure 1 and Appendix F (p. 37) both show that approximately 90.0 percent of students enrolled at
HISD Title | schools in 2019—-2020 were identified as either Hispanic (66.0%) or Black or African
American (24.0%). Appendix F also displays the enrollment counts by student race and ethnicity
characteristics (p. 37).

What differences in overall engagement rates were observed among parents and family members
of enrolled HISD Title | students based on academic year, student demographic characteristics,
and Title | campus?

Figures 2 (p. 8) through 4 (p. 10) present the districtwide overall parent and family engagement
rates for the 2017-2018, 2018-2019, and 2019-2020 academic years. See Appendix D (pp. 29—-34)
to observe overall engagement trends for Title | campuses for the past three years. Results shown
in Figure 2 indicate that the overall engagement rate increased by 5.0 percentage points from 48.6
percent in 2017-2018 to 53.6 percent by the end of the 2019-2020 academic year.

Campus-level overall engagement rates shown in Appendix D (pp. 29-34), indicate that the following
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fourteen Title | campuses reported an overall engagement rate of at least 90.0 percent for three
consecutive years: Middle College HS-Fraga, Berry ES, Burrus ES, Durkee ES, Farias ECC,
Fonwood ECC, Marshall ES, Sinclair ES, Brookline ES, MLK ECC, Askew ES, Energized MS, Sutton
ES, and Texas Connections Academy (TCAH).

e Incontrast, 68 HISD Title | campuses had overall engagement rates that fell below district averages
for three consecutive years. Twenty-four schools had engagement rates that did not exceed 25.0
percent in neither the 2017-2018, 2018-2019, nor 2019-2020 academic years. As all HISD Title |
campuses during the 2017-2018 academic year implemented schoolwide programs, Condit ES,
Lovett ES, and Pin Oak MS were excluded from these counts (see Appendix D, p. 33-34).

e Districtwide, dissemination of the school compact (Individual/School Compact) increased by 2.5
percentage points between the 2017-2018 to 2019-2020 academic years. The largest increase
occurred from 2018—-2019 to 2019-2020 by 1.9 percentage points (see Figure 2).

e Excluding the dissemination of Individual/School Compacts (I/S Compact), the highest engagement
rates for the past three years occurred in the Conference category, with about one-third to 37.2
percent of parents on average participating during the 2017-2018, 2018-2019, and 2019-2020
academic years. With respect to families of students enrolled at campuses of the North Schools
Office, this proportion approaches one-half (49.0%) by the end of the 2019-2020 academic year (see
Appendix E, Table E-2, p. 36).

e Less than 17.0 percent of parents and family members were reported to have participated in the
following engagement activities for three consecutive years: Family Literacy, Parent Literacy,
Planning, and Volunteer (see Figure 2).

e Results shown in Figure 3 (p. 9) show increases in overall engagement rates among families of
students identified as American Indian and Alaskan Native, Black or African American, and Hispanic
from 2017-2018 to 2019-2020. Engagement rates increased by 4.2, 7.0, and 4.4 percentage points,
respectively.

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e Parents of students identified as White experienced the highest engagement rates for three
consecutive years with percentages ranging between 62.9 percent (2017-2018) to 69.0 percent
(2018-2019). In contrast, parents of students identified as Black or African American experienced
the lowest engagement rates for the past three years, with percentages ranging between 39.4
percent (2017-2018) to 46.4 percent (2019-2020; see Figure 3, p. 9).

e Figure 4 presents the overall parent and family engagement rates recorded in Chancery SIS for the
2017-2018, 2018-2019, and 2019-2020 academic years based on characteristics of vulnerable
student populations. Except for parents of students identified as English Learners, increases in
overall engagement consistently occurred among vulnerable populations reported in Figure 4
across three academic years.

e On average, parents of students identified as English Learners experienced the highest
engagement rates for the past three years with percentages ranging between 54.5 percent (2017—
2018) to 57.1 percent (2018-2019), followed by families of At Risk students (from 48.2% [2017—-
2018] to 53.5% [2019-2020]; see Figure 4).

e Parents and family members of students identified as being eligible for Special Education services
(SPED) had the lowest engagement rate in 2017-2018 at 41.1 percent. However, compared to
other vulnerable populations, families of SPED students experienced the largest increase in
engagement (9.2 percentage points), reaching 50.3 percent by the end of the 2019-2020 academic
year. In contrast, families of English Learners experienced the smallest increase in engagement
rates at 1.7 percentage points. This may be attributed to the 0.9 percent decline that occurred
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between the 2018-2019 and 2019-2020 academic years (see Figure 4, p. 10).

o Families of students identified as either Hispanic or English Learners had engagement rates that
exceeded the district average in each engagement category during the 2019-2020 academic year
(see Appendix G, p. 298).

e The overall engagement rates among the following vulnerable populations—to include ethnic
minorities—fell below the district average for three consecutive years: Black or African American,
Economically Disadvantaged, Homeless, Immigrant, Migrant, and SPED (see Figure 3 [p. 9] and
Figure 4 [p. 10]). For the 2019-2020 academic year, parents and family members of students
identified as Black or African American, Migrant, or SPED had engagement rates that fell below the
district average in each engagement category, including I/S Compact (see Appendix G, p. 298).

What differences in engagement rates were observed among parents and family members of
HISD Title | students based on academic year, school office, engagement category, and Title |
campus?

e Figure 5 presents overall parent and family engagement rates recorded for the 2017-2018, 2018-
2019, and 2019-2020 academic years for HISD school offices. Appendix E, Tables E-1 and E-2
(pp. 35—-36), show year-by-year comparisons of counts and percentages based on engagement
category for each school office, respectively.

e Results in Figure 5 show that the overall engagement rates for both the North and West Schools
Offices exceeded the district average from 2017-2018 to 2019-2020. In contrast, overall
engagement rates for both the South and Achieve 180 Schools Offices fell below the district
average for three consecutive years.
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e Comparisons among school offices reveal that the North Schools Office experienced the highest
engagement rates for the past three years with percentages ranging between 56.3 percent (2017—
2018) to 64.7 percent (2018-2019). The lowest overall engagement rates for 2017-2018 occurred
among parents of students enrolled at campuses of the South Schools Office (2017-2018), followed
by the Achieve 180 Schools Office in 2018-2019 and 2019-2020.

e The South Schools Office experienced a 7.0 percentage-point increase, from 43.0 percent in 2017-
2018 to 50.0 percent by the end of the 2019-2020 academic year. In contrast, engagement rates
associated with the Achieve 180 Schools Office declined by 5.2 percentage points from 43.1
percent in 2017—-2018 to 37.9 percent by the end of 2019-2020.

e Results in Appendix E, Table E-2 (p. 36) reveal that the North Schools Office exceeded the district
rate in five of the seven engagement categories for three consecutive years: Conference, Education
and Training, Family Literacy, Parent Literacy, and Volunteer. In contrast, engagement rates
reported for the Achieve 180 Schools Office fell below district averages in the following four of
seven engagement categories over the last three years: I/S Compact, Education and Training,
Family Literacy, and Planning.

Out of abundance of concern for the unprecedented health crisis presented by the Coronavirus SARS-
CoV- 2 (COVID-19) pandemic, the Houston Independent School District closed all campuses on March
13, 2020 through the remainder of the school year. Remote learning opportunities were developed and
implemented for HISD students during the remainder of the school year to alleviate
disruptions in educational opportunities caused by COVID-19. On varying levels, this global health
crisis adversely impacted students, families, and district staff, to include the activities and collection of
parent and family engagement data. For example, dissemination of the annual HISD Title I, Part A
Parent and Family Engagement Survey was cancelled for the 2019-2020 school year because of
COVID-19. HISD staff were unable to host face-to-face engagement events for families. HISD
continues to work hard to improve the accessibility of learning and engagement opportunities on the
digital platform. However, these processes take time to accomplish with integrity, and thus may have
made an impact on the results presented in this report.

Findings in this evaluation report show that 210,061 students were enrolled in the 254 Title | schools in
the Houston Independent School District (HISD) by the end of 2019-2020. Ninety percent of the Title |
student population that appeared in both the Public Education Information Management Systems
(PEIMS) and Chancery SIS databases (N = 190,707) were identified as Hispanic (66.0%) and Black or
African American (24.0%), representing the two largest race and ethnicity populations enrolled in HISD.
Frequency analyses indicated an increase of 5.0 percentage points in the overall parent and family
engagement rate from 48.6 percent (2017-2018) to 53.6 percent (2019-2020). Increases in the
district's overall engagement rate positively correlates with increases in engagement among
families of the two largest race and ethnicity student populations (i.e., Black or African American and
Hispanic). Engagement among American Indian and Alaskan Native families were also observed to
increase by 4.2 percentage points over the past three years (see Figure 3, p. 9). In contrast,
campus-level comparisons show that overall engagement rates among 68 of the 254 Title |
campuses fell below district averages for the past three years, with 24 of these campuses’
engagement rates falling below 25.0 percent (Appendix D, pp. 29-34). These findings may be an
indication: (a) of training needs associated with interfacing with Chancery SIS, to include data entry; and
(b) HISD Title | campuses need to develop and implement new strategies to increase engagement
among families in the district. Another explanation to consider is that this evaluation report was limited
to reporting participation across Chancery SIS engagement categories. Results in this report may be
an underestimate of parent and family engagement as data collection does not involve how often
parents participated in specific engagement activities facilitated by HISD Title | campuses.
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Though parents and family members who were identified as Black or African American
experienced increases in engagement from 2017-2018 (39.4%) to 2019-2020 (46.8%), they continue
to have the lowest engagement rates when compared to other race and ethnicity demographic groups.
Further, similar to Black or African American families, overall engagement rates reported among
Economically Disadvantaged, Homeless, Immigrant, Migrant, and SPED families consistently fell
below district averages across all three academic years studied in this report. Persistently low
engagement rates may be an indication of the impact of systemic, sociological, environmental, and
economic challenges and disparities experienced by these populations (see Figure 4, p. 10).

With respect to school offices, engagement results for the North and West Schools Offices exceeded
the district average for the past three years, with the former outperforming the district in five of
seven engagement categories measured in this evaluation report (see Appendix E, pp. 35-36).
Regarding specific engagement activities that parents and families participated in, data coded in
Chancery SIS indicated that the dissemination of information by schools (i.e., Individual/School
Compact), as well as parents’ participation in one-on-one conferences, received higher
engagement rates when compared to participation in Education and Training, Family Literacy, Parent
Literacy, Planning, and Volunteer activities. One explanation regarding higher participation in
conferences may be that parents and guardians may either perceive that conferences are more
likely to directly impact their children’s academic achievement and relationships with teachers, or
that attendance at these conferences was conveyed as mandatory by the campus staff. Lower
attendance at other engagement opportunities facilitated by the school, in contrast to conferences,
may be because parents and families: (a) believed the event was optional and that their
attendance was not necessary, or (b) encountered barriers that limited their engagement. Further,
results shown in Figure 2 (p. 8) indicate that engagement rates among five of the seven categories
analyzed in this report experienced an increase from 2017-2018 to 2018-2019, followed by a
decrease from 2018-2019 and 2019-2020. This pattern may be in part explained by the disruption
in face-to-face work and instruction caused by the COVID-19 health crisis. Specifically, decline and
negligible increases may be due to (a) school closures that occurred during the Spring out of caution
to prevent the spread of COVID-19 among students, parents and district staff, and (b) the transition
period required to place parent and family engagement opportunities onto the digital platform.

e Failure to consistently update information coded into the Chancery Student Information System
(Chancery SIS) impacted the results of engagement rates presented in this evaluation. The
Department of External Funding should continue to provide training to both Title | administrators
and contact persons regarding accurate coding of data reported in the state and district databases.
This will be particularly important as the district transitions from the Chancery SIS to the
PowerSchool platform for the 2020-2021 academic year. Observations of low numbers in
engagement rates may also be an indication that these campuses need support with the
implementation of engagement activities, to include the dissemination of school compacts. The
Department of External Funding may also consider collaborating with school support officers to
assist school administrators and staff with the latter concerns.

¢ Regarding the persistently low engagement rates in Family Literacy, Parent Literacy, Planning,
and Volunteer activities, the Department of Research and Accountability encourages the
Department of External Funding to consider: (a) setting benchmarks for each respective
engagement category coded in the district's database platform, and (b) collaborating with
administrators of schools offices that have had success in exceeding district averages in various
engagement activities. Benchmarks with specific (percentage/rate) expectations will allow the
External Funding Department to set annual goals for improvement in respective categories,
particularly among the 24 HISD Title | campuses that fell below 25.0 percent in overall
engagement for three consecutive years.
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Engagement categories included in Chancery SIS continue to focus on parent and family
engagement within the school environment. Little information is collected on engagement outside
of the school, to include parent-student engagement in the home. The departments of External
Funding, Research and Accountability, Wraparound Services, and Family and Community
Engagement (FACE) are encouraged to collaborate with one another, as well as with school staff
and parents, to re-examine current models and principles that guide programs, practices, and the
evaluation of parent and family engagement occurring across the district. These departments are
also encouraged to consider alternative means to measure parent and family engagement outside
of school walls. Adapting how HISD measures dimensions of engagement is critical as the district
continues to: (a) have vulnerable populations who chronically experience low engagement in
opportunities offered by the district, (b) adjust to providing PreK—12 students instruction (to include
special education and outreach programming and services) in the virtual environment, and (c)
experience unexpected disruptions to face-to-face instruction during the ongoing, global COVID-
19 pandemic. HISD has made strides to adapt both training and outreach to staff and parents in
the virtual environment. The Research and Accountability Department encourages the External
Funding Department to continue to broaden these efforts to fully assess parent and family
engagement.

(C) coordinate and integrate parent and family engagement strategies under this
part with parent and family engagement strategies, to the extent feasible and
appropriate, with other relevant Federal, State, and local laws and programs;

(D) conduct, with the meaningful involvement of parents and family members, an
annual evaluation of the content and effectiveness of the parent and family engagement
policy in improving the academic quality of all schools served under this part, including
identifying—

(i) barriers to greater participation by parents in activities authorized by
this section (with particular attention to parents who are economically
disadvantaged, are disabled, have limited English proficiency, have limited
literacy, or are of any racial or ethnic minority background);

(D) USE OF FUNDS - Funds reserved under subparagraph (A) by a local
educational agency shall be used to carry out activities and strategies consistent with
the local educational agency's parent and family engagement policy, including not less
than 1 of the following:

(i) Supporting schools and nonprofit organizations in providing
professional development for local educational agency and school personned
regarding parent and family engagement strategies, which may be provided
jointly to teachers, principals, other school leaders, specialized instructional
support personnel, paraprofessionals, early childhood educators, and parents
and family members.

(i) Supporting programs that reach parents and family members at home,
in the community, and at school.

(iii) Disseminating information on best practices focused on parent and
family engagement, especially best practices for increasing the engagement of
economically disadvantaged parents and family members.

{iv) Collaborating, or providing subgrants to schools to enable such
schools to collaborate, with community-based or other organizations or
employers with a record of success in improving and increasing parent and
family engagement.

(v) Engaging in any other activities and strategies that the local
educational agency determines are appropriate and consistent with such
agency's parent and family engagement policy.”;

(b) SCHOOL PARENT AND FAMILY ENGAGEMENT POLICY-

(1) IN GEMERAL- Each school served under this part shall jointly develop with, and
distribute to, parents and family members of participating children a written parent and
family engagement-policy, agreed on by such parents, that shall describe the means for
carrying out the requirements of subsections (c) through (f). Parents shall be notified of
the policy in an understandable and uniform format and, to the extent practicable,
provided in a language the parents can understand. Such policy shall be made available
to the local community and updated periodically to meet the changing needs of parents
and the school.

(4) shall, to the extent feasible and appropriate, coordinate and integrate parent
involvement programs and activities with other Federal, State, and local programs,
including public preschool programs, and conduct other activities, such as parent
resource centers, that encourage and support parents in more fully participating in the
education of their children;

(5) shall ensure that information related to school and parent programs, meetings, and
other activities is sent to the parents of participating children in a format and, to the
extent practicable, in a language the parents can understand;

(6) may involve parents in the development of training for teachers, principals, and other
educators to improve the effectiveness of such training;

(7) may provide necessary literacy training from funds received under this part if the
local educational agency has exhausted all other reasonably available sources of
funding for such training;

(8) may pay reasonable and necessary expenses associated with local parental
involvement activities, including transportation and child care costs, to enable parents to
participate in school-related meetings and fraining sessions;

(9) may train parents to enhance the involvement of other parents;

(10) may arrange school meetings at a variety of times, or conduct in-home conferences
between teachers or other educators, who work directly with participating children, with
parents who are unable to attend such conferences at school, in order to maximize
parental involvemeant and participation;

(11) may adopt and implement model approaches to impraving parental invalvement,
(12) may establish a districtwide parent advisory council to provide advice on all matters
related to parental involvement in programs supported under this section;

(13} may develop appropriate roles for community-based organizations and businesses
in parent involvement activities; and

(14) shall provide such other reasonable support for parental involvement activities
under this section as parents may request.

(f) ACCESSIBILITY.—In carrying out the parent and family engagement requirements
of this part, local educational agencies and schoaols, to the extent practicable, shall
provide opportunities for the informed participation of parents and family members
(including parents and family members who have limited English proficiency, parents
and family members with disabilities, and parents and family members of migratary
children), including providing information and school reports required under section 1111
in a format and, to the extent practicable, in a language such parents understand.

{g) FAMILY ENGAGEMENT IN EDUCATION PROGRAMS —In a State operating
a program under part E of title IV, each local educational agency or school that receives
assistance under this part shall inform parents and organizations of the existence of the

program.

(h) REVIEW- The State educational agency shall review the local educational agency's
parent-and family engagement policies and practices to determine if the policies and
practices meet the requirements of this section.
