January 11, 2024 - Four elected trustees of the Houston Independent School District were 
sworn in this afternoon. The individuals include two returning trustees, Patricia Allen of 
District IV and Dani Hernandez of District III, as well as two new trustees, Plácido Gómez of 
District VIII and Savant Moore of District II.
