


	[bookmark: _GoBack]More than 450 ‘Bikes for Excellence’ to be awarded
to HISD students
Bikes donated by The Lester and Sue Smith Foundation rewards high-achieving fifth-grade students
 
More than 450 elementary school students will receive bicycles, helmets, and bicycle locks as part of the “Bikes for Excellence” program. The program founded by Martha Patricia Jaimes, a former Houston police officer and current instructional specialist at Tijerina Elementary School, rewards fifth-grade students who have excelled in academics, attendance, and personal conduct throughout the school year. The Thin Blue Line Law Enforcement Motorcycle Club and The Lester and Sue Smith Foundation have partnered on this effort since 2010; since its founding, the program has provided over 1,700 bicycles to HISD elementary students.
