District recognized for participation in budget awards program

June 4, 2014 – On the eve of one its busiest times in the annual budget process, Houston Independent School District’s financial team has secured two key awards.  The team which is led by CFO Ken Huewitt and is currently

preparing the district’s 2014-2015 budget proposal, earned one of the state’s highest awards for financial transparency. The team was also recognized for its long-term participation in a budget awards program.

Awarded by the Texas Comptroller Leadership Circle program, the district scored 20 of 22 possible points on the comptroller’s rating scale to earn the Platinum Seal Award. The award recognizes local governments across Texas that strive to meet a high standard for online financial transparency. HISD is one of 62 districts in the state to receive the honor. For the last five years, HISD has been awarded the Gold Seal Award — the highest standing for the state.  This year, the state created The Platinum Seal Award level to acknowledge an even higher standard.
