

HISD Police Chief to Conduct Swearing In Ceremony for Seven New Sergeants

July 6, 2011 – HISD Police Chief Jimmy Dotson will swear in seven new sergeants on Thursday, July 7, at 10:00 a.m. at the HISD Police Department (3500 Tampa, 77021). HISD Superintendent Terry Grier will participate in the ceremony.
The HISD Police Department has never sworn in as many sergeants on the same day. Seven corporals are being promoted to the rank of sergeant as part of a departmental reorganization which saved $614,568 from the department’s 2011-2012 budget.
HISD Police Chief Jimmy Dotson said, “Our reorganized command structure will be more responsive, efficient and cost-effective. I am very proud of these seven officers. They have worked hard to meet the stringent standards required to be promoted to the rank of sergeant.”

The seven officers who will be sworn in as sergeants are:

Under the previous command structure, school and patrol officers were supervised by both corporals and sergeants. Under the reorganized structure those officers will now report to sergeants and the rank of corporal will no longer exist.
