



HISD Partners with Univision 45 and ‘Ya Es Hora’ Partners to Promote Voter Registration Drive

Dozens of HISD high schools participating

September 20, 2012 – The Houston Independent School District will announce a partnership on Friday with local media and nonprofit organizations to launch a district-wide voter registration drive at all participating high schools.  

            The HISD Ya Es Hora (It is Time) Voter Registration Drive, a collaboration with Univision 45, the National Association of Elected and Appointed Officials (NALEO) Educational Fund, Mi Familia Vota, and the League of Women Voters, will be announced during a press conference on Friday, September 21 at 10 a.m. at Davis High School, 1101 Quitman.
            The purpose of this partnership is to work together to motivate students, staff and community members to exercise their right to vote by providing dozens of voter registration sites at HISD high schools across the city.  About 4,000 HISD students are eligible to vote in the November general election.  Early voting begins Oct. 22.

            The “Ya Es Hora” partners have provided deputized registrar volunteers to assist with the drive at all participating high schools. In addition, all HISD high school principals are deputized to register eligible voters on campus.           

            During the press conference, a proclamation declaring September as Houston’s Hispanic Voter Registration Month will also be presented.  

            The HISD Ya Es Hora “It is time” Voter Registration Drive will take place on Monday, Sept. 24 and Tuesday, Sept. 25 from 3p.m. to 6p.m. at all participating HISD high schools.

            The school that collects the most registration cards will be recognized by Univision 45.  

About Ya Es Hora:

The “ya es hora” initiative is a national civic engagement campaign developed to inform, educate and motivate Hispanics to participate in the American political dialogue, by leveraging the power of a coalition of the nation’s largest and most established Hispanic organizations and the country’s largest Spanish-language media companies. Since January 2007, the multi-layered campaign has mobilized and assisted millions of Latinos to pursue naturalization, participate in the 2010 Census, register to vote, and make their voices heard in elections.
