HISD to participate in Green Apple Day 
of Service with beautification projects
Campuses to host community services events throughout district

September 22, 2014 – Students and staff across Houston Independent School District will have the opportunity to “green” their schools on Saturday, Sept. 27, by participating in the third annual Green Apple Day of Service. The event, sponsored by the Center for Green Schools at the U.S. Green Building Council, allows for parents, teachers, students, and staff to create healthy and productive school environments through local service projects.

Three HISD projects are scheduled, including at Briargrove Elementary School, where volunteers will turn out to improve the school’s butterfly and edible gardens, orchards, outdoor classrooms and play areas. A water bottle filling station will also be installed on the school’s playground to help reduce the use of single-use containers. The event will feature special appearances by ReUseIt and Lucky the Ladybug, two colorful Houston recycling mascots, who will help kick off a districtwide recycling education initiative funded by a $235,504 grant from the Houston-Galveston Area Council and the Texas Commission on Environmental Quality.

Other invitees scheduled to attend the event include Whole Foods, Ruggles Green, Urban Harvest, Old School Produce, and the National Wildlife Federation (NWF) Eco-Schools.  

Gabriela Mistral Early Childhood Education Center, 6203 Jessamine, also will participate with outdoor projects at its campus, and HISD Nutrition Services, 6801 Bennington, is using the event to wrap up a three-week recycling program launch.
