Multiple HISD high schools participating to sign up students and staff
 
September 23, 2014 – The Houston Independent School District is continuing its partnership with Univision 45 and nonprofit organizations for a district-wide voter registration drive, Ya Es Hora (It Is Time), at a number of the district’s high schools.
