



HISD Schools Celebrate Millionaire Club 

Summer Reading Success

September 29, 2011 – Students at Bush Elementary, one of the four HISD schools recognized for their strong participation in the fourth annual Millionaire’s Club summer reading program, are celebrating their success during a special awards ceremony.  The awards ceremony will take place at Bush Elementary School, 13800 Westerloch, at 1 p.m. on Friday, September 30. The other three schools honored for strong participation in the reading program are Key Middle School, East Early College High School and Bellaire High School.    

This year, 137 HISD schools participated and nearly 16,000 students read a total of 79,645 books during the summer.  


HISD’s summer Millionaire Club is a coordinated effort by the Department of Library Services and Curriculum, Instruction and Assessment to keep HISD students reading over the summer break.  The goal is to encourage each student to reach at least five books over the summer.  

HISD Board of Education Trustee Greg Meyers and Deputy Chief Academic Officer Dr. Alicia Thomas will be on hand at Bush to recognize the students and address the importance of reading during the summer.  Students will also receive a surprise visit from Clutch, the Houston Rockets’ mascot.
