

HISD to Hold Town Hall Meetings on Future of Magnet Programs 
January 14, 2011 – HISD will hold a series of town hall meetings starting January 25 to gather public feedback on the recommendations provided by Magnet Schools of America (MSA) regarding the district’s Magnet Programs.
