

Vince Young to serve as Honorary Chair of the 2011 HISD Foundation Golf Tournament
NFL Pro Graduated from HISD’s Madison High School in 2002
January 20, 2011 - NFL Quarterback Vince Young is coming home to serve as the Honorary Chair of the 2011 HISD Foundation Golf Tournament. Young will also play in the tournament which is scheduled for Monday, April 4, at 1:00 p.m. at the Sweetwater Country Club in Sugar Land. 

HISD Foundation President Tina Medlin said, “We are thrilled Vince agreed to join us as the Honorary Chair of the 2011 Golf Tournament.   He is so young but has accomplished so much – he is an inspiration to all of us – especially the students of HISD.  We look forward to an exciting day out on the golf course with Vince!”
This is not the first time Vince Young has given of himself to help HISD. He has returned to Madison High School on numerous occasions to encourage students to stay in school and go on to college and take on leadership roles. He has also helped arrange donations to support Madison students and the school’s athletics programs. 
Vince Young was arguably one of the greatest high school and college athletes of all time. He graduated from HISD’s Madison High School in 2002 and went on in 2006 to lead the University of Texas to its first national football title since 1970. He remains the highest-ranked UT quarterback of all time (by percentage of games won as starter), and finished the 2005 regular season as the top-rated passer in the nation. A finalist for the 2006 Heisman Trophy, Young entered the National Football League draft in 2006. 

Last year the golf tournament raised a record $100,000 and this year the foundation expects to raise even more money. Funds from the HISD Foundation Golf Tournament has provided funding for HISD’s new Student Incentive Program, HISD scholars, and special projects throughout the district in the areas of math, science, literacy, technology and the arts.

The HISD Foundation is a separate 501 (c) (3) nonprofit that partners with the district to secure private funds in support of district priorities set by the Superintendent of Schools and the Board of Education.
