



Students, Faculty and Community Set to Cut the Ribbon for the New Peck Elementary School

Courtyard to be Transformed into a Winter Wonderland for Grand Opening
January 3, 2012 – Students and Faculty of Lora B. Peck Elementary School will hold a dedication of the new school-house.  The celebration takes place Friday, January 20, 2012, at 10:00 a.m., in the school’s commons area.  Peck is located at 5001 Martin Luther King Blvd, Houston, TX 77021.  
During the dedication the two school communities of Lora B. Peck Elementary and Douglas MacArthur Elementary Schools will be ceremonially joined.  The two schools were consolidated into one school in 2009 for a new replacement school that is officially named Lora B. Peck Elementary, a 2008-National Blue Ribbon School.  
During the dedication, various people who have significantly contributed to the betterment of both schools will be honored. 
Students will enjoy an afternoon of fun, frolicking in a “Winter Wonderland” of snow for the entire student population. 

HISD has applied for LEED certification which verifies the building is constructed with the highest standards for economic and environmental efficiency.  The new elementary school is projected to have a 16.5% savings in energy use.  The new Peck uses 38% less water when compared with a similarly built, non-LEED elementary school.  The school’s interior includes natural lighting (daylighting) and improved indoor air quality.
The Peck Elementary School Building is a 90,000 square foot structure designed with public spaces such as the cafeteria, gymnasium and multi-purpose meeting room acting as a buffer between the classroom wings and what will be the busy Southeast Rail-Line constructed along Martin Luther King Boulevard.  The school was designed by Taft Architects and built by Turner Contractors.
The Houston Independent School District is the largest school district in Texas and the seventh-largest in the United States with 298 schools and more than 200,000 students. The 301-square-mile district is one of the largest employers in the Houston metropolitan area with nearly 30,000 employees.
