

Community Meetings to Share Preliminary Design Concepts 

for 2012 Bond Schools 
Attendees will have the chance to weigh in on proposed drawings and concepts  

Oct. 4, 2013 – The Houston Independent School District is hosting a series of community meetings for the first 17 schools slated for construction in the 2012 bond program to give participants a chance to review draft designs and concepts.
           The meetings will be held in October and November and are targeted for each school community. The goal is to present the work done so far in the planning and design process and to gather additional feedback to help guide the final drawings.
           For the past several months, groups of teachers, staff, administrators, students and community members, known as Project Advisory Teams, have been meeting at each of the 17 bond campuses to determine the specific educational needs and space requirements at their schools. The architects will now reveal draft designs that reflect that collaboration. Grady Middle School held its meeting last month.
          “Our Project Advisory Teams have been working very hard to develop concepts and ideas that will create 21st century learning environments at each of our bond campuses,” said Sue Robertson, general manager of Facilities Planning. “These meetings are another opportunity for the larger school community to be part of the process and ensure we build the very best facilities for our students.”
            The district has pledged to host at least three community meetings for each bond campus during the different phases of the building program. The meetings scheduled to date will allow participants to meet the architects, ask questions about the projects and see draft designs. Later meetings will occur to discuss the final design and construction of the schools. 
             “We have challenged our school communities and architects with transforming our schools for 21st century learning,” said Leo Bobadilla, HISD’s chief operating officer. “This is an opportunity for the teams to share their hard work and receive community input as they continue this exciting journey.”
