



Playoff Games Scheduled for Barnett Moved to Delmar Stadium
November 8, 2011 – Two Playoff games, previously scheduled for Barnett Stadium, are moved to Delmar Stadium.  The games are being moved to accommodate inspections of the Barnett complex following an incident on Friday, November 4, 2011, in which several members of the Austin High School drill team and band were treated after becoming ill at a football game. 

The Wheatley versus Waltrip game will be played at Delmar Stadium at 1 p.m. on Saturday afternoon.
The Reagan versus Worthing game will be played at Delmar Stadium at 7 p.m. on Saturday evening.

On the night of the incident, air sampling by the Houston Fire Department Hazardous Materials Division turned up no indications of airborne irritants.   Nevertheless, officials from the HISD Construction and Facilities Services have hired a firm to evaluate plumbing and drainage systems, electrical systems and mechanical rooms to determine if there may have been any contributory factors stemming from Barnett operations.
