

“Inside HISD” Weekly Radio Program to Discuss District’s Efforts to Increase Academic Rigor
Who:  HISD School Improvement Officer Esti Arriaga and Eastwood Academy Principal Rolando Trevino will discuss the district’s efforts to increase academic rigor, including the recent announcement that all HISD 11th graders will be given the opportunity to take the SAT college entrance exam free of charge at their home campuses this spring. Only two other school districts in the nation have gone this far to ensure all students are ready to apply for college acceptance once they graduate. In addition, earlier this year, HISD and the College Board announced a new partnership to increase the number of advanced placement courses being offered (a minimum of 15 at each high school by next year) and to work toward creating prestigious AP and Pre-AP designations for HISD high schools and middle schools.
