SUBJECT: DISTRICT AND CAMPUS CUMULATIVE RESULTS FROM THE SPRING 2018 

STAAR READING AND MATHEMATICS ASSESSMENTS FOR GRADES 5 
AND 8

In Spring 2018, approximately 17,000 HISD students in grade 5, and approximately 13,000 

students in grade 8 took the STAAR Reading and Mathematics exams. 

 

The first administration of STAAR Reading and Mathematics to students in fifth and eighth 

grade occurred on April 10–11, 2018. This is later than the March 28–29, 2017 assessment 

dates from the prior school year. If unsuccessful after the first administration, students receive 

additional state-mandated accelerated instruction and take the second administration of the 

Reading and Mathematics tests on May 14–15, 2018.  

 

This report provides the cumulative results for the spring 2018 first and second administrations 

Reading and Mathematics assessments of STAAR and STAAR Spanish combined for grades 5 

and 8. Due to the impact of Hurricane Harvey, TEA Commissioner Mike Morath waived the 

grade 5 and 8 retention requirement for HISD. Any fifth or eighth grader who has not passed the 

second administration of the STAAR Reading or Math tests will not be required to take the third 

administration. Retention for these students will be at the discretion of campuses and district.  

 

Key Findings: 

 

• 12,722 (75 percent) grade 5 students and 10,074 (77 percent) grade 8 students passed 

their STAAR Reading test after the 1st and 2nd administrations.  

• 14,242 (84 percent) grade 5 students and 8,001 (76 percent) grade 8 students passed 

their STAAR Mathematics test after the 1st and 2nd administrations. The results for grade 8 

do not include students who took the Algebra I End-of-Course exam. 

• There are slightly less than 4,200 grade 5 students and approximately 3,100 grade 8 

students who have not passed after two administrations of STAAR Reading. 

• There are slightly less than 2,700 grade 5 students and approximately 2,500 grade 8 

students who have not passed after two administrations of STAAR Mathematics. 

• In 5th grade, a higher cumulative percentage of students has met the Approaches Grade 

Level standard after two administrations in both Reading (75% vs. 73%) and Mathematics 

(84% vs. 81%) compared to 2017. 

• In 8th grade, a higher cumulative percentage of students has met the Approaches Grade 

Level standard in Mathematics (76% vs. 75%) and the same percentage (77%) met the 

standard in Reading compared to 2017. 
 
 



 

Administrative Response to the 2018 STAAR Reading and Mathematics results for 
grades 5 and 8: 
Elementary Curriculum and Development 
In response to the first administration of the Grade 5 Reading and Math STAAR results, 
Elementary Curriculum and Development committed to the following: 

• Analyzing elementary campus best practices and efforts that resulted in 58 elementary 
campuses making grade 5 STAAR first administration double digit gains in reading and 33 
elementary campuses making double digit gains in math. 

• Elementary Teacher Development Specialists will provide intense interventions on targeted 
TEKS to fifth grade students on Achieve 180 campuses in preparation for the second 
administration of STAAR. 

• Elementary Curriculum and Development summer professional development and curriculum 
enhancements will target the following: 
o Vocabulary and oral language skills will be emphasized as a prerequisite for reading 

comprehension.   
o Sheltered instruction strategies will be embedded in training modules in an effort to build 

capacity of teachers in reaching their second language learners. 
o Active and supported listening, speaking, reading, writing, and critical thinking will be 

blended as interdependent components of literacy. 
o Amount of time reading authentic literature will increase by encouraging students to read 

books they can and want to read.  Students become more proficient readers by reading. 
o A clear instructional focus based on assessment will be apparent during small group 

reading instruction. 
o Additional professional development for Informational Texts (including science and 

social studies content) will be developed.  This continues to be an area of growth for 
teachers and students in the district. 

o Embedding literacy and sheltered instruction strategies in math classrooms will lead to 
an increase in comprehension, critical thinking, and authentic learning opportunities.  

o Checks for understanding and hands-on learning for elementary math small-group 
instruction will be emphasized.  

• Continue to align, calibrate and partner with School Offices and other Academics 
Departments to disaggregate data to identify campuses that are successfully closing 
achievement gaps among various demographic groups.  Best practices will be documented 
and shared.
