Who:  HISD Police Officer Sergio Peña discusses the dangers of driving while using a cell phone and exceeding speed limits in a school-zone.  In October 2008, six-year old Kindergarten student Jett Ogansoy died after being hit by a car while walking to school with his mother.  Students, parents, and the community at School of St. George have launched a campaign to raise awareness about the importance of safety in school zones. Officer Peña will reinforce the message of keeping school-zones safe and talk about the consequences of not obeying school signs.
