

“Inside HISD” Weekly Radio Program to Discuss Budget Cuts  
Who:   HISD Chief Financial Officer Melinda Garrett and School Improvement Officer Anastasia Lindo-Anderson will discuss recently approved and proposed cuts to the district’s 2011–2012 budget. The cuts are being made to offset a projected $171 million shortfall caused by a reduction in state funding and rising operating costs. On March 10, the Board of Education approved several reductions that will affect the dollar amount each individual HISD school receives, which in turn will lead to staff layoffs and program reductions. On April 7, the board will vote on eliminating a total of 277 Central Office positions for a savings of $18 million. Over the past 10 years, HISD has diligently worked to streamline staffing at the Central Office and operations level. From 2000 to 2011, the number of Central Office staff members has been reduced from 2,017 to 1,610, which is a 20 percent decrease.
