

HISD Campus Options on Display at School Choice Fair

April 25, 2011 – Parents throughout the Houston region will have a chance to learn about HISD’s variety of schooling options at the inaugural School Choice Fair.  Information will be provided about HISD’s magnet schools, early colleges, multilingual programs, preschool programs and other specialty programs to meet the unique needs of every child. These schools are open to all children, including those who live outside HISD.

            The School Choice Fair will take place from 9 a.m to noon on Saturday, April 30, at Hattie Mae White Educational Support Center (4400 West 18th Street, 77092).  

            Representatives from more than 85 magnet schools, college prep schools, early college high schools and specialty schools will be available to answer questions about the application process, and student transfers, and will assist parents in making the best school choice for their children.

 “When it comes to your child’s education, the Houston Independent School District has wonderful opportunities to meet your child’s needs, challenge their thinking, develop their skills and talents, but most importantly prepare them for success in college, their careers, and in life,” said Lupita Hinojosa, HISD assistant superintendent for school choice.   “Come out to our School Choice Fair and see all that HISD has to offer.”

Some of the schools to be showcased at the School Choice Fair will be Dodson and Garden Oaks Elementary Schools which are part of the Federal Magnet School Assistance Program grant and offer a school-wide Montessori program.  Additionally, Herod and Wharton elementary schools and Helms Community Education Center will be actively recruiting students for its successful dual language programs.  Furthermore, various STEM (science, technology, engineering, and math) magnet schools, such as Berry and Whidby elementary schools; Clifton Middle, Chavez and Jones high schools have space available and will welcome new students into their 2011-12 magnet programs.  HISD’s new All Girls and All Males Prep Academies along with its Early College High Schools still have space available and representatives will be on-hand to answer all questions and collect enrollment applications.
