

Pershing Middle School to Celebrate Recognition as a “Texas School to Watch” on Friday

Pershing Middle School is one of only 11 schools named as “Texas Schools to Watch” by the Texas Middle School Association.

As part of the selection process, representatives from the Texas Middle School Association visited Pershing earlier this year to observe and interview students, parents, teachers, building and district administrators, and support staff members.  They also examined the school’s data and documentation.
