

More Than 350 “Bikes for Excellence” Awarded to HISD Students

May 15, 2013 – More than 350 Houston Independent School District students at Garden Oaks, Looscan, Garcia, and Coop elementary schools will receive bicycles, helmets, and bicycle locks as part of the “Bikes for Excellence” program.
