

HISD to Honor Top Students at Annual Scholars Banquet
Apollo 20 Student from Lee High School Receives a Full Harvard Scholarship

May 20, 2011 - HISD will honor all of its Valedictorians and Salutatorians on Tuesday, May 24, at the Westin Galleria Hotel (5060 West Alabama) at 7:00 p.m.
Among those to be recognized at HISD’s Annual Scholars Banquet is the Valedictorian of Lee High School, an Apollo 20 school. Valedictorian Brenda Serpas will attend Harvard University this fall where she has been accepted on a full scholarship.
Brenda is the daughter of immigrants from El Salvador. Her mother never attended school and her father has an 8th grade education.  Brenda learned English at school and she excelled academically. During high school she has taken numerous college level Advance Placement (AP) courses. In the 10th grade, she won the British American Foundation's Junior Achievers Award. She was one of only two winners from the city of Houston and that gave her the opportunity to study at the American Community School in London during the summer, taking college-preparatory and arts-education courses with students from all over the world. Brenda says that experience influenced her to want to travel, go to college outside of Texas and work toward a career in international affairs. At Harvard, she plans to major in Political Science.
