Las relaciones de hermandad para toda la vida se formaron 
pronto, ya que los estudiantes dependían unos de otros 
para comunicarse y lograron desarrollar estos vínculos 
naturalmente a través del juego y de la instrucción para 
tal fin.  Mientras que los padres de habla hispana estaban 
algo ansiosos al principio, pronto se dieron cuenta de cómo 
apoyar a sus hijos y el programa, ¡incluso si la tarea estaba 
en español!  Los vínculos entre familias también crecieron 
a pesar de las barreras del idioma, generando confianza 
en ambos grupos para tratar de comunicarse en fiestas y 
eventos escolares.  Mi propia hija fue parte del programa 
en Herod y se benefició enormemente de sus diversas 
amistades y el desarrollo del verdadero bilingüismo y la 
alfabetización bilingüe. Ser hablante de español ahora es 
parte de su identidad principal y algo con lo que contará por 
el resto de su vida. Aprender sobre el poder del programa 
y poder apoyarlo como directora y como madre fue un 
verdadero regalo.  

Estas son las razones por las que decidí inscribir a mis hijas en un programa bilingüe:
•	Quería asegurarme de que mis hijas desarrollaran sus habilidades en su idioma nativo, 

español, y a la vez aprendieran inglés más rápido que los estudiantes en programas 
solo en inglés. Temía que no pudieran vincularse con los miembros de la familia que 
hablan español por no saber el idioma. Sabía que definitivamente iban a aprender 
inglés, por lo que era importante asegurarse de que no solo aprendieran el español que 
usamos en casa, sino también español académico.

•	Debido a que los programas de inmersión bilingüe generalmente constan de una 
mezcla equilibrada de hablantes nativos de ambos idiomas, los estudiantes de ambos 
grupos se ayudan unos a otros, mientras que adquieren el otro idioma y forman 
conexiones cercanas entre ellos. Esa interacción también puede contribuir a que 
desarrollen un buen sentido de conciencia cultural. Mis hijas formaron vínculos con 
un grupo de personas diverso con culturas ricas y diversas. No solo hablan el idioma 
fluidamente, sino que también son competentes socioculturalmente y tienen una 
amplia variedad de relaciones y amigos que provienen de orígenes culturales diversos.

•	Ser bilingüe, bicultural y tener alfabetización bilingüe les abrirá puertas a mis hijas 
mientras se relacionan con otras culturas mediante habilidades en su segundo idioma.
