

HISD to Interview Candidates Interested in Becoming Apollo 20 Math Fellows
Who:   Apollo 20 Program Director Timothy Johnson, HISD Human Resources staff and candidates for positions as Apollo 20 Math Fellows.
What: HISD is interviewing qualified candidates to fill 125 positions as Apollo 20 Math Fellows. The intensive tutoring program is being expanded as 11 elementary schools are added to the Apollo 20 program this August. Candidates will be interviewed, take a math assessment and will teach a sample math lesson to students.
When: Wednesday, July 20 from 8 a.m. to 1 p.m.
Where: Sharpstown High School, 7504 Bissonnet, 77074
Why: The first year of the Apollo 20 Program saw significant gains in math scores among students who received math tutoring at the nine inaugural Apollo 20 schools. This August, 11 elementary schools will join the four high schools and five middle schools in the program.
