



Target Makes Generous Donation to HISD’s Apollo 20 THINK Literacy Libraries
Grant to benefit more than 60 first grade classrooms libraries
August 30, 2013 – The Houston Independent School District has received a significant donation from Target Corporation (NYSE: TGT) to fund the THINK Literacy program at the Apollo 20 elementary schools in support of the district’s efforts to increase achievement in literacy.  The grant will provide books for more than 60 first-grade classroom libraries at the 11 campuses on September 4.
