Dress Code Expectations
While we are offering a more relaxed dress code to accommodate the financial insecurity of our families who are struggling, Lamar High School students will be required to meet the standards of dress while on campus.  Students will be expected to wear a blue, white or red Lamar shirt (collared or spirit t-shirt) and khaki bottoms.  Those may be pre-ordered through our school store at https://www.schoolpay.com/link/SchoolUniforms.  Students who qualify for financial assistance will be provided with Lamar shirts to meet the standard of dress requirements. Uniform Vouchers are available for students who qualify.  We will provide the socioeconomic form for all families to complete once instruction begins, and our Student Support Services will be able to assist qualifying students.  Watch for more information. School Uniforms
While students will not be required to be in uniform while participating in virtual learning, students will be required to be in dress code once they return to campus.  You may pre-order uniforms online through SchoolPay at https://www.schoolpay.com/link/SchoolUniforms.  At this time only pre-order will be available.  All orders placed before August 9th will be available for pickup with schedules for new students beginning August 11th and returning students beginning August 25th.

Re-Opening Plan
Students will begin school through an online format on September 8th.  Our instructional design aligns well to this format for instructional delivery. With an asynchronous approach to online learning with short synchronous class periods, following the two-day 8-period block schedule, teachers will continue to provide a flipped lesson that students will engage with prior to the class period. During the class period, the teacher will provide a short, live guided practice that allows students to partner through Microsoft Teams.  Students will have the benefit of thought partners and access to their teachers in real time.  As students demonstrate understanding of the new concept they will transition to independent work within the designated class period.  Assignments should be submitted before the end of the class period through the HUB, leaving “homework” to consist of the flipped lesson for the next class period.  No late work can be accepted in this model.  The final deadline for submission each day is 11:59 p.m. Attendance credit is gained by participating in the online, live class and submitting the daily assignment.
 
The current plan is to bring students back to campus on October 19th.  Parents will be able to choose either face-to-face or virtual learning for the second grading cycle. We will use the same instructional cycle design, with a prerecorded flipped lesson, guided practice through Microsoft Teams, allowing in-person students to work collaboratively with online students, and then a daily independent assignment to measure mastery of the concepts.

Class Agenda for each 90-minute period
Homework:  Before each class period complete the flipped assignment.
Synchronous Learning:  First 30-minutes of each period is required online instruction with the teacher and classmates in real-time.  Attendance is taken during this time.
Asynchronous Learning: The remaining 60-minutes are designated for asynchronous independent work time with access to the teacher through Teams for support and small group instruction. Independent assignments should be turned in at the end of the class period or no later than 11:59 p.m. on the same day.  No late assignments will be accepted without the express permission of the teacher and/or neighborhood administrator in the event of an emergency situation or illness.
