Link information to new learning:
Putting all the different information together and combining it into something new is Synthesis.

	APK about a horror movie. What type of music do they play in the background when something bad is about to happen? What are the sound effects that are used? How does that make you feel? 
Explain to students that no one comes on the screen to say 
“hey the next scene will be bloody and horrible”. However, we know it will be due to the music and sound effects. How do we know? Through inferencing!
