According to Section IX: Credit Structure, page 2 of HISD School Guidelines “If a student enters a school on a conventional 18-week semester schedule anytime after the first 15 days, or enters a school on a 9-week accelerated block schedule anytime after the first six days, the student might not receive credit for a course in which the student has not been previously enrolled for the current semester. At whatever time the student enrolls, the principal will determine what is required for the student to receive credit in a course in which the student has not been previously enrolled using the criteria described in the Guidelines in the ‘Credit Structure’ section”. “Since the teacher is the one who must certify  that the student has demonstrated mastery of the essential elements of the course, the student may be required to make up all work missed during the time he/she was not enrolled; the student may be entered on a conditional basis that if the student does passing work from the point of entry on, the student may receive credit in the course; the student may be required to attend Credit Recovery. Whatever option is chosen, the parent/guardian or student, if 18 years old, must verify in writing the option chosen.”
In response to this directive, North Houston Early College High School offers the late enrolling student the following option. The student may receive credit if four conditions are met.
1. An outstanding attendance record for the semester.
2. E’s in conduct.
3. Passing grades for the remaining two six-weeks grading periods.
4. Demonstrates mastery of the essential elements by passing the final exam.
If these conditions are met, the student may petition through his/her counselor to receive credit. The student should submit to the registrar a copy of his/her report card along with the attached form signed by all his/her teachers and the counselor. Credit will be granted for those courses for which the teacher and counselor are in agreement.
Upon approval by the counselor, teachers and assistant principal, the two six-weeks grades and the final will be averaged together. This grade will become the first six- week grade resulting in a semester average that is the same average in the previous sentence.
