Review (min):
	· This week we are focusing on ‘Graphical Components’

· We are going to use non-fiction articles (try to use those that are relatable to them) with graphical information

· It does not have to be strictly ELA. Show them graphical components in all facets

Guided Practice (10 min): 

	· We are going to do a T-chart

· Expository vs. Narrative

· Try to make it fun

· The T-chart has been handed out to you all

· Be sure to ask why

EXPOSITORY –

1. Tells about an idea/topic (explains)

2. Organized around the idea (“I think this; one example is…”)

3. Has a topic sentence and supporting details (list)

4. Has a lead and an ending

5. Explains (informs) the reader about something

NARRATIVE – 

1. Talks about a small moment (a story)

2. Tells what happened first, next, then, etc.

3. The main character is going through a sequence of events

4. Has a lead and an ending

5. Is for enjoyment

BE SURE THESE ARE ON YOUR WORD WALL!
	· Talk about the different writing prompts (Expository vs. Narrative)

· You can do another T-chart if you like (Some of our kids are more visual learners)

· Some of the different prompts have been handed out to you.

· Today is a writing day!

· Allow them to think over which prompts might interest them.

· You could easily do a biography or ‘How-to’ piece over the course of the cycle.

· Students are to begin the brainstorming process.

· Model some of the different strategies for them. (i.e. doodling, bullet points, thought bubbles, etc.)

	· Try going through an article WITH them today.

· Read through it (either a part of it, or the entire text)

· Be sure to annotate and model

· Use the document camera

***Depending on where your students stand, reviewing the annotation process might be a good idea at this point***
	· Talk about the different writing prompts (Expository vs. Narrative)

· If you did a T-chart of possible prompts, go ahead and refer to it 

· Students can finish the brainstorming process and begin working on their introductions.

· Try to model an appropriate introduction for them. 

· Do it on the document camera.

	· Try to have something FUN picked out for them. 
· Find an interesting article that they would like
· Go through your usual routine of breaking down a text (I know we all do it differently)
· You are more than welcome to use the Measure Up book if you wish 

	
	Elaborate:
Independent Practice (25 -40 min):
	· Do the T-chart with the students.
· Let them contribute to the chart (Have a piece of the post-it paper on the board and allow them to add)

· Have an already completed chart so that you can have it hung up in your room later.
· Have the students work on Measure-Up (Lessons 29 and 30)

· The students can work on it throughout the week.

· This focuses on those graphical components that we want for them to get accustomed to.
	· Students are to begin brainstorming
· Have the students use more than one strategy
· Be sure to circulate around the room

· Show exemplar work from the students
	· Have the students work on Measure-Up (Lessons 29 and 30)

· The students can work on it throughout the week.

· This focuses on those graphical components that we want for them to get accustomed to.
· If you don’t want to use the measure up books, you can have them answer questions about the article of your choosing.
	· Students are to begin their introductions

· Be sure to circulate around the room

· Have them use textual evidence
